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6. Zoning Code Amendment/Mission Street Specific Plan Amendment­
Valet Parking 

The Planning Commission will consider amendments to the Zoning 
Code and the Mission Street Specific Plan to provide standards and 
requirements for valet parking, which the Zoning Code currently lacks. 
The amendments include a requirement that decisions on valet parking 
requests are made by the Planning Commission at a public hearing. 

7. 1019 Mission Street- (Conditional Use Permit Modification- Three 
Month Review) 

The Planning Commission will conduct a 3-month review of the 
operations at the ARO, a restaurant with a bar area, since the granting of a 
modification to allow for live music in October 2015. The purpose of 
this evaluation is to consider the extent to which the conditions of approval 
for the Conditional Use Permit (CUP) and Administrative Use Permit 
(AUP) have been adhered to and whether there is a need to revise the 
previously approved conditions. 

8. 1008/1010 Mission Street (Call for Review- Denial of Valet Parking 
Permit) 

The Planning Commission will review a decision to deny a request for a 
Parking Use Permit to allow valet parking for Crossings Restaurant, 
located at 1008-1010 Mission Street. The request was to allow operation 
of valet parking until April 30, 2016. Valet Parking would begin operating 
at 6 pm and end at closing time for the restaurant that varies between 
midnight and 1 am. Three on street parking spaces would be utilized for 
the operation. The cars would be parked at designated tandem spaces 
located at the Mission Meridian Village parking garage located off 
Meridian Ave, just north of Mission St.
