It is recommended that the City Council authorize a letter of support for Assembly Bill 287 (AB
287) which would establish a State Highway Route 710: Advisory Committee.

Fiscal Impact

Commission Review and Recommendation
This matter was not reviewed by a commission.

Background

On July 15, 2015 the City Council adopted Resolution No. 7420 declaring the City’s official
position on the State Route 710 (SR-710) North Study Draft Environmental Impact Report and
Environmental Impact Statement (EIR/EIS), and supporting a community-based transportation
plan. The SR-710 North Study Draft EIR/EIS and Cost Benefit Analysis failed to provide
accurate analysis of the impacts of each of the build alternatives and provided speculative support
for the Tunnel Alternative. The costly Tunnel Alternative would increase vehicle miles traveled,
result in minimal travel time savings for a small percentage of the population, and create
numerous significant impacts to the City. The SR-710 North EIR/EIS must provide a response to
all of the comments received and is expected to be finalized in the first quarter of 2018. In the
meantime the City has participated in the Connected Cities and Communities (C3) to develop a
fiscally and environmentally responsible alternative that includes a multi-modal transportation
system.

Analysis

AB 287, introduced by Assemblymember Chris Holden, would require the California

Two (2) members of the Senate

The Advisory Committee would study the alternatives in the SR-710 North Study Draft EIR/EIS
and other transit options to improve mobility and sustainability in the corridor; and would be
required to provide recommendations to the Legislature by January 1, 2019. Furthermore, AB
287 would prohibit the Advisory Committee from considering and Caltrans from implementing a
freeway tunnel alternative. The goals of AB 287 are consistent with the City’s position opposing
the Tunnel Alternative and the City’s efforts as a member of the C3.

Environmental Impact Report/Environmental Impact Statement (EIR/EIS) failed to adequately
address the mobility and sustainability goals of the region.

AB 287, as introduced, Holden. State Highway Route 710: advisory
committee.

Existing law provides that the Department of Transportation has full
possession and control of all state highways and associated property.
Existing law designates and describes state highway routes, including
Route 710 in the County of Los Angeles.

This bill would require the Department of Transportation, in
consultation with the Los Angeles County Metropolitan Transportation
Authority, to establish the I-710 Gap Corridor Transit Study Zone
Advisory Committee, with a specified membership, to study the
alternatives considered in the State Route 710 North Draft
Environmental Impact Review and other transit options to improve
travel in, and environmental impacts of, the I-710 Corridor project area,
along with alternatives not considered by the environmental review.
The bill would require the advisory committee, by January 1, 2019, to
make recommendations in a report to the Legislature, the Department
of Transportation, and the Los Angeles County Metropolitan
Transportation Authority on the most appropriate and feasible alternative
in the I-710 Corridor project area to improve air quality and public
health, improve traffic safety, modernize the freeway design, address

projected traffic volumes, and address projected growth in population
and employment and activities related to goods movement.

The bill would require the department to implement the alternative
recommended by the advisory committee, if appropriate and feasible,
but would prohibit the advisory committee from considering or
recommending, and would prohibit the department from implementing,
a freeway tunnel alternative. The bill would make legislative findings
and declarations.

State-mandated local program: no.

The people of the State of California do enact as follows:

1 SECTION 1. The Legislature finds and declares all of the
2 following:

3 (a) The I-710 Corridor is a critical artery to the state, region,
4 and Los Angeles County for the transportation of goods and
5 passengers by connecting the county’s ports to distribution centers
6 and railways.

7 (b) The earliest iterations of I-710, former State Highway Routes
8 7and 167, were designed in 1933 to improve north-south mobility
9 in Los Angeles County extending from the harbors of San Pedro
10 and Long Beach to the San Gabriel Valley.

11 (c) I-710 incorporated these former routes into the Interstate
12 Highway System that was constructed in the 1950s and 1960s,
13 specifically to connect the Port of Long Beach to the industrial
14 center of Los Angeles, facilitating the transport of manufactured
15 goods to the port.

16 (d) Construction of the I-710 freeway has terminated at the I-10
17 freeway, stopping short of its intended connections and
18 terminations.

19 () There are seven east-west freeways and seven north-south
20 freeways in the Los Angeles Basin critical to the transportation of
21 goods and people in the highly urbanized county.

22 () 1-710 is one of two north-south freeways that terminate in
23 the San Gabriel Valley and do not connect to other freeways,
24 forcing traffic onto local streets or other freeways.

25 (2) The residents and commuters of the I-710 Corridor are facing
26 elevated levels of diesel particulate emissions and are experiencing

traffic congestion, high truck volumes, and high accident rates on
a daily basis.

(h) The United States Environmental Protection Agency has
stated the South Coast Air Basin, which includes the I-710
Corridor, is an extreme ozone nonattainment area and a
nonattainment area for small airborne particulate matter between
10 and 2.5 microns, which is commonly attributed to vehicle traffic
and contributes to high rates of cancer.

(i) The highest levels of these air toxins in the Los Angeles
Basin are found along the I-710 corridor.

(j) The significant residential and commercial development that
has taken place along the I-710 Corridor since its initial
construction, along with the negative environmental impacts, have
caused significant concerns for local communities.

(k) In 1998 the Federal Highway Administration published a
record of decision approving a surface freeway with six mixed-flow
lanes and two high-occupancy vehicle lanes to close the 6.2-mile
gap between I-10 and 1-210, crossing through Los Angeles,
Alhambra, South Pasadena, and Pasadena, but later rescinded it
due to litigation and community concerns.

() The Department of Transportation (Caltrans) has conducted
feasibility studies of alternatives to the surface freeway route
including alternative freeway routes, light rail construction, bus
system improvements, and tunnels to mitigate the environmental
impacts of air toxins due to vehicle traffic.

(m) In 2015, Caltrans and the Los Angeles County Metropolitan
Transportation Authority completed an environmental impact
report, the State Route 710 North Draft Environmental Impact
Review, that studied the impacts of these alternatives, including
a cost-benefit analysis, that evaluated the travel time benefits,
capital expenditures, vehicle operating costs, system operations
and maintenance costs, safety effects, emissions -effects,
employment benefits, and residual values.

(n) There continues to be significant community and local
government concern about the safety and efficacy of the proposed
tunnel alternative and its $2 billion to $3 billion cost.

(o) Caltrans states that the purpose of the I-710 Corridor
Northbound Freeway Project is to improve air quality and public
health, improve traffic safety, modernize the freeway design,
address projected traffic volumes, and address projected growth

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in population and in employment and activities related to goods
movement.

(p) An advisory committee should be established by Caltrans,
in consultation with the Los Angeles County Metropolitan
Transportation Authority, to resolve the transportation problems
caused by the I-710 gap while fully considering the concerns of
local communities.

(q) The advisory committee should review the transit options
proposed in the State Route 710 North Draft Environmental Impact
Review and also consider all other alternatives, other than a tunnel,
including alternatives not included in the review, and recommend
a proposed solution.

SEC.2. (a) The Department of Transportation, in consultation
with the Los Angeles County Metropolitan Transportation
Authority, shall establish the I-710 Gap Corridor Transit Study
Zone Advisory Committee to study the alternatives considered in
the State Route 710 North Draft Environmental Impact Review
and other transit options to improve travel in, and environmental
impacts of, the I-710 Corridor project area.

(b) The advisory committee shall consist of all of the following:

(1) Three representatives of the Department of Transportation.

(2) Two representatives of the Los Angeles County Metropolitan
Transportation Authority, appointed by the authority.

(3) Two representatives each from the City of Alhambra, the
City of Los Angeles, the City of Pasadena, and the City of South
Pasadena, appointed by the city.

(4) Two members of the Assembly that represent the 1-710
Corridor or their designees, appointed by the Speaker of the
Assembly.

(5) Two members of the Senate that represent the I-710 Corridor
or their designees, appointed by the Senate Committee on Rules.

(c) Participation on, and appointment of members to, the
advisory committee by the Los Angeles County Metropolitan
Transportation Authority and the cities shall be at the option of
each local agency. Members of the advisory committee shall serve
without compensation that is specific to serving on the committee.
The Department of Transportation shall provide staff to the
advisory committee.

(d) On or before January 1, 2019, the advisory committee shall
make recommendations in a report to the Legislature, the

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Department of Transportation, and the Los Angeles County
Metropolitan Transportation Authority on the most appropriate
and feasible alternative in the I-710 Corridor Gap to improve air
quality and public health, improve traffic safety, modemize the
freeway design, address projected traffic volumes, and address
projected growth in population and employment and activities
related to goods movement. In conducting its study, the advisory
committee shall take into consideration the input of residents living
in the 1-710 Corridor project area. The committee shall consider
development of open space, light rail options, and traffic calming
options, and may consider alternatives not considered in the State
Route 710 North Draft Environmental Impact Review. The report
to the Legislature shall be submitted pursuant to Section 9795 of
the Government Code.

(&) The advisory committee shall not consider or recommend
the freeway tunnel alternative proposed for implementation in the
State Route 710 North Draft Environmental Impact Review, and
the department shall not proceed with implementation of that
alternative. The advisory committee shall have no authority to
make recommendations regarding the properties acquired for the
1-710 freeway.

() If appropriate and feasible, the Department of Transportation
shall implement the alternative recommended by the advisory
committee in its report submitted pursuant to subdivision (d) in a
manner consistent with applicable laws.

SEC. 3. Section 622.2 is added to the Streets and Highways
Code, to read:

622.2. The department shall not implement a freeway tunnel
for Route 710 between Route 10 and Route 210.

It is recommended that the City Council adopt a Resolution in support of Measure H — The Los
Angeles County plan to prevent and combat homelessness (Measure H).

Fiscal Impact
There is no immediate fiscal impact as a result of this report; however, if the Los Angeles County

(County) voters approve Measure H on the March 7, 2017 ballot, the sales tax will increase by a
quarter-cent across Los Angeles County.

Commission Review and Recommendation
This matter was not reviewed by a Commission,

Background

On February 9, 2016, the Los Angeles County Board of Supervisors (Board) unanimously
approved the Homeless Initiative’s Strategies to Combat Homeless. This landmark plan is the
most comprehensive homelessness effort ever undertaken by the County. It included 47 strategies
aimed to attack the root cause of homelessness and lift thousands of families and individuals out
of homelessness and into better lives.

This plan comes at a time when the homeless crisis in the County has been worsening and
demands are urgent, coordinated response from the state, county, cities and community partners.
In polls conducted by County, homelessness was consistently ranked a top-tier issue for residents

in the County.

The Board approved an initial $100 million to begin implementation of the strategies in the
Homeless Initiatives reports, and the plan strategically targets those strategies, which can have
the most impact immediately. This funding is on top of the nearly $1 billion a year that County
officials estimated they currently spend on health and welfare services and law enforcement

involving the homeless.

The County estimates that an additional $450 million in ongoing funding is needed in order to
implement all of the strategies outlined in the Homeless Initiatives report, and to address the
current gap in homeless housing and services, excluding any costs associated with housing
construction.

Analysis

On December 6, 2016, the Board approved a motion by Supervisor Mark Ridley-Thomas to place
above mentioned ballot initiative, which is now known as Measure H. If approved by two-thirds
of the voters, it is estimated that the Measure would generate approximately $350 million per
year to address homelessness in the County. In the County’s polling conducted in late 2016, the
Measure received 68% support from likely voters.

The City of South Pasadena (City) has participated in the Los Angeles Homeless Services
Authority “point-in-time” count. Over the past three years, there has been an increase in the
number of homeless residing in South Pasadena.

The County estimates that the current Countywide funding gap is $450 million/year for rental

subsidies and services, excluding any costs for the construction of homeless housing. The gap

consists of 15,341 units of permanent supportive housing; 8,376 units of rapid re-housing; and
2,270 emergency shelter beds.

It is estimated that the average consumer in the County will contribute about 1 dime a day. If
approved by the voters, the County will start receiving funding in July 2017. The Measure also
provides for the establishment of a citizens’ advisory committee to ensure that the funding is
effectively spent.

The City has played an important leadership role on this issue, and looks forward to a continued
partnership with the Board of Supervisors, key Los Angeles County departments and other
community partners to continue these efforts and to help implement the Homeless Initiative Plan.
The proposed resolution reiterates the City’s commitment to providing necessary services to our
community members and participating in regional efforts to combat homelessness.

WHEREAS, placement of this ballot initiative is consistent with prior Board
action such the adoption of the Homeless Initiative’s Strategies to Combat Homelessness
on February 9, 2016; and

WHEREAS, the County estimates that the current Countywide funding gap is
$450 million/year for rental subsidies and services, excluding any costs for the
construction of homeless housing. The gap consists of 15,341 units of permanent
supportive housing; 8,376 units of rapid re-housing; and 2,270 emergency shelter beds;
and

WHEREAS, the City of South Pasadena has participated in the Los Angeles
Homeless Services Authority (LAHSA) “point-in-time” count. Over the past three years,

Background

In December 1993, the Los Angeles County Board of Supervisors and City Council created the
Los Angeles County Homeless Services Authority (LAHSA) as an independent Joint Power
Authority. LAHSA’s primary role is to coordinate the effective and efficient utilization of federal
and local funding in providing services to homeless people throughout Los Angeles County.
LAHSA coordinates and manages over $132 million annually in federal, state, county and city
funds for programs that provide shelter, housing and services to homeless persons in Los Angeles
county. Over the past three years, the City of South Pasadena (City) has been a part of the
LAHSA Greater Los Angeles homeless count that has been conducted by the South Pasadena

Police Department.

Analysis

Though there has been homeless living within the City limits for several years, over the past few

years the population of homeless has increased and has become more visible within the

community. The Police Department cannot be exact on the homeless population; there is an

estimated homeless population to be approximately 20-25 people. The number does not include
Q homeless individuals who are transients enjoying City services, passing through the city, or are

obtaining meals, clothing or other items from local resources.

The first homeless count took place in January 20135, at that time there were about 15 homeless
persons counted by the Police Department. In 2016, the count increased to 20. This year, the
count was conducted by Sergeant Robledo and Acting Corporal Wise. The count was much
lower with only 8 people being counted for the report. The count took place on the evening of
January 24, 2017 which was an extremely cold night and many of the homeless moved to a
warmer location. In addition to counting the homeless, Holy Family Church donated cold
weather packages along with laminated homeless resources card for each person who would
accept i,

In an effort to address the increase of subjects with mental health issues, South Pasadena Police
Chief Arthur Miller along with Police Chiefs in the Cities Arcadia and Monrovia have teamed up
with the Los Angeles County Department of Mental Health to create a specialized response team
to assist with people suffering from mental health crises. The newly formed West San Gabriel
Valley Mental Evaluation Team (WSGV MET) provides mental health intervention services 40
hours a week in the three cities it serves. Detective Avick Manukian serves on the WSGV MET
on behalf of South Pasadena; he works two shifts per month with the team. The Police
Department has recently had officers attend Mental Health Awareness classes to assist them in
recognizing different types of mental issues they may encounter while on patrol. The Police
Department is working with other local agencies such as the Los Angeles Police Department to
obtain resources and knowledge to work with homeless persons.

The Police Department works with local churches to assist the homeless they come in contact
with. Many of the churches provide resources and care/hygiene packages for the officer to hand
out as they come in contact with the homeless. Holy Family Church has been providing free sack
lunches Monday through Friday to the homeless for many years. They also have donated clothes
and care packages they hand out to those in need. In effort to gain trust from the homeless, Police
Officers hand out Junches and talk with the homeless to see if they can assist them in anyway.

The Mission -Meridian parking structure became an ongoing issue with transient complaints.
Since August 2016, officers provided over 125 extra patrols to the structure and have contacted
one transient inside the location. Since the extra patrols began at the structure, the Police
Department teamed up with other City departments to improve lighting in the underground
parking area, pedestrian doors have been removed on the ground level to alleviate hidden areas
and the overall cleanliness of the structure has improved.

The Police Department is working with local businesses to assist them with homeless using their
business to sleep. It is estimated that over 25 percent of all calls for service are regarding
homeless individuals. Some of the calls for service are mental health related; however, most of

the calls are for loitering where the subject has the legal right to be.

The Police Department conducts extra patrols in areas such as parks, nature trail, public and
private properties that homeless may camp. They have begun to establish a list of the homeless
population. If the person is willing to give their information to the officer such as name, date of
birth, next of kin, and possible medical conditions, the officer will add this information to a
binder within the Department. The information provided is used if someone is found ill or worse
so that their family is aware of the situation. Most of the homeless have built a trust with the
officers as they know they are not kicking them out of the City, rather trying to assist where they
can.

Within other City departments, there are some resources that are available to anyone to partake
in. Within the Community Services Department there is a Social Worker who has assisted a few
homeless to obtain a California identification card, Medical or Medicare card, resources for
shelters, housing and or medical services. The Fire Department along with Moms for Community
held a lunch for the homeless at the Fire Station. Lunch was served to about 25 people and they
were able to take donated blankets, clothes, shoes, as well as care/hygiene packages with them.

Recently, Sergeant Robledo and Management Analyst Angela Loera attended the 1 Annual
Homeless Initiative Conference to end homelessness. They were able to meet several local
communities and organizations that will assist the City in making a positive long term impact on
the homeless through resources and outreach. The Conference included the Los Angeles County
Supervisors and City Council, as well as Los Angeles Mayor Eric Garcettl.

Overall, the City as a whole is doing its best to assist the homeless that call South Pasadena their
home as well as the community and churches through all their donations.
