Commission Review and Recommendation
This matter was not reviewed by a commission.

Discussion/Analysis

Mayor Pro Tem Khubesrian, Councilmember Cacciotti, and Councilmember Mahmud each
requested approval for, and received seconds to place on a future City Council meeting agenda,
the use of discretionary funds to help offset the costs of the South Pasadena PTA Special Needs
Conference to be held on March 3, 2018. The Conference will assist parents of children with
special needs to find, fund and coordinate services, deal with challenging behavior, explore
pathways after high school, teach and practice social communication, and understand and
manage attention issues.

Background

In September 2004, the City Council approved the creation of discretionary spending budgets
which allow each Councilmember the opportunity to fund projects or purchases that might not
otherwise be funded in the approved budget. The City Council adopted the Fiscal Year (FY)
2017-18 Budget with $20,000 in the Discretionary Fund, $4,000 designated for each
Councilmember. Discretionary funds must be used for a public purpose benefiting the City of
South Pasadena (City).

On August 17, 2011, the City Council approved Resolution No. 7174, which established
guidelines for discretionary budget accounts. The Resolution states that all funds not expended
during the fiscal year shall be carried over to subsequent fiscal years, up to 2 maximum carryover
amount of $10,000 per Councilmember account. Said unallocated funds need not be encumbered
by a purchase order in order to be carried over to the following fiscal year. The following table

Recommendation Action

It is recommended that the City Council approve the list of organizations and events proposed for
City of South Pasadena (City) Co-sponsorship in 2018.

Commission Review and Recommendation

This matter was reviewed and approved by the Parks and Recreation Commission at their
January 8, 2018 Meeting. The Commission recommends that the City Council approve the list
for 2018.

Discussion/Analysis

On March 4, 2015, City Council approved a Co-sponsorship Policy (Policy) that establishes the
basis for fee waivers for non-profit organizations and provides for annual Council approval of a
list of organizations and events eligible for fee waivers or reductions. The Policy recognizes the
value of partnering with local organizations and the benefits to the community, while still
upholding its fiscal responsibilities.

Fees may be waived or reduced when co-sponsored by the City and when the City Council makes
a determination that the program or event: 1) is of significant value to the community or to a
significant portion of its residents; and 2) is within the scope of services normally provided by
the City. Before recommending approval, the City Manager of his/her designee, will also
consider factors including, but not limited to: 1) benefit to the City; 2) proposed event location
and time of day; and 3) impact on the surrounding neighborhood, city staff, and resources.

Fee waivers may include use of a facility, temporary use permits, street banners, tent permits,
encroachment permits and street closures. Costs that may not be considered are staff costs,
refundable security deposits, outdoor use of any City equipment such as tables, chairs or
canopies, and insurance.

The changes to the list as proposed for 2018 includes two additions and the elimination of several
events that are no longer taking place:

¢ The South Pasadena Arts Council (SPARC) has been added to the Policy. Over the past
few years, SPARC has hosted events at the South Pasadena Public Library Community
Room such as the Restoration Concert Series, as well as held meetings in City facilities
for Strategic Planning and Utility Box Art preparation. Through the many cultural and
performing arts events SPARC brings to the City, it is recommended that SPARC is
added to the 2018 List.

o South Pasadena Beautiful (SPB) has been added to host an Earth Day event. With
approval of Co-sponsorship, fees will be waived for facility use, street banners, street
closure and permits such as temporary use, tent, or encroachment. SPB will be required to
pay staff costs and security deposits as well as purchase insurance for the event.

e Two organizations that will be removed from the List are the American Cancer Society
and “The Place” Teen Center. The American Cancer Society has not held the Relay for
Life event for the past two years; however, they can be added back to the list if the event
is brought back in the future. “The Place” Teen Center is no longer in operations. The
Community Services Department has taken over operations of the Teen Center.

As proposed there are five events that require street closures, including reoccurring events such
as the: Festival of Balloons Parade, Classic Car Show, Color Festival, and Tiger Run/Walk. The
Farmer’s Market hosted by the Chamber of Commerce, is a continuous event held weekly on
Thursday afternoon, with street closures.

Background
Approval of City co-sponsorship requires that the City receive recognition as contributor to the
event.

The Policy was last updated in 2017 to include prohibition on the use and sale of expanded
polystyrene foodware and plastic carryout bags at co-sponsored events.

Legal Review
The City Attorney has reviewed this item.

Fiscal Impact

There is a fiscal impact with the reduction or waiver of fees for the co-sponsorship of events.
Fees for rentals and permits include:

Facility Rental Fee — between $25/hr to $165/hr (varies by facility)

Park Rental Fee - $75 for 4 hours

Field Rental Fee - $37.50/hr

AYSO and Little League use an extensive amount of field time, however the fields would remain
vacant much of that time if not used by these organizations.

City Co-sponsorship Policy
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City of South Pasadena Co-Sponsorship Polic

Introduction:

The City of South Pasadena (City) routinely receives requests from nonprofit organizations,
service clubs, and others requesting to co-sponsor various activities, or to waive temporary use
permit fees and /or rental fees for the use of City facilities. Examples of these activities include
public music performances, art exhibitions, cultural, service club, sporting and school events.

Recognizing the value of partnering with local organizations and the benefits to the community
while still upholding its fiscal responsibilities, the City has established the following policy to
direct when fees may be waived or co-sponsorship approved.

Policy:

Fees may be waived or reduced when co-sponsored by the City when the City Council makes a
determination that the program or event: 1) is of significant value to the community or to a
significant portion of its residents; and 2} is within the scope of services normally provided by
the City.

Before recommending approval, the City Manager, or his/her designee, will also consider factors
including but not limited to: 1) benefit to the City; 2) proposed event location and time of day;
and 3) impact on the surrounding neighborhood, City staff and resources.

While individuals, organizations, agencies, and private enterprises within South Pasadena may
qualify for fee waivers or co-sponsorship based on meeting this policy’s criteria, the City does
not guarantee all requests will be accommodated. The City Council, or its designee, may
determine not to provide support, due to lack of adequate funds or other resources, or when the
request represents a conflict of interest or is not in the best interest of the City.

Activities specifically prohibited from City co-sponsorship or waiver of fees include those that:
1) enhance private business; 2) held on behalf of, in support of, or in opposition to any political
candidate or ballot measure or advocate a political position; 3) advocate or promote adult —
oriented businesses; or 4) solicit criminal activity. Religious organizations, companies or groups
may obtain fee waivers or co-sponsorships if the proposed program, event, or project neither
promotes religious messages nor advocates for or promotes religious beliefs.

All resources to be provided by the City in co-sponsorship of an event or program shall be within
current funding allocations, and expenditures shall not result in a reduction of other City
services. The City Council periodically approves the City Fee Schedule. Fee waivers may be
reflected in reduced revenue totals at fiscal year-end.

Co-Sponsorship Policy

The City reserves the right to assess all activities at any time to ensure all rules, regulations,
conditions of use, City and health and safety laws are not violated. Co-sponsorships and fee
waivers can be revoked at any time effective immediately, if the recipient agency or organization
fails to comply with this policy or any other local, state or federal regulations.

Qualifications for those seeking fee waivers or co-sponsorship:
1. Must be a valid non-profit or community service organization based within the City of South
Pasadena (proof of non-profit status is required if applicable);
2. All of the following criteria shall be demonstrated by the applicant:
a. Consistent with the City’s economic, social, or recreational goals;
b. Free and open to the public, unless otherwise authorized by the City Council (or
its designee);
¢. Demonstrate community pride and involvement; and
d. Not have a religious or political purpose.

Co-sponsorship may include fee waiver or reduction for any of the following:
Use of a facility;

Temporary Use Permit;

Street Banner;

Tent Permit;

Encroachment Permit: and/or

Street Closure and /or traffic control plan.

Co-sponsorship does not include the following:

1. Staff costs;

2. Refundable security deposit;

3. Outdoor use of any city equipment such as tables, chairs, Public Address Systems, canopies;
and

4. Insurance.

Procedures:

The following information should be submitted by the non-profit organizations when requesting
use of City streets, right-of-ways, and other City properties. The request must be made in
writing, at least 60 days prior to event and must include details of the event, including, but not
limited to:

I. Name and mailing address of organization making request;

2. City facility, property, or street requested for use;

3. Proof of non-profit status if applicable;

4. Description and purpose of event;

5. Time of event and time access to the site is needed;

6. Proposed street closure or traffic control plan, prepared and stamped by a registered engineer
(if applicable); and any and all street closures related to events, must be preapproved, via
traffic control plans, by the Public Works Department. Moreover, no entity, under any
circumstance, other than the City of South Pasadena may execute traffic control plans within
the City’s Limits. Proper insurance must accompany the Stamped Street Closure Plan for final
approval.

7. Concession information, including whether food or drink will be sold;

8. List of equipment that will be brought in for the event;

9. List of event sponsors and their role (if any);

10. A description of the benefits the non-profit will receive and the benefit the City or its
residents will receive from the event;

11. Detailed description of any support needed from City staff, including police, fire or public
works (NOTE: These costs will be the responsibility of the event organizers. Any hours
designated for the set-up of approved nonprofit organization events, during regular
business hours, will be at the expense of the nonprofit and must be approved by the
City Manager or his/her designee).

12. City equipment and supplies will not be available for use or rent unless the facility that is
being used houses these items such as tables and chairs. The following will not be used or
rented for outdoor use: Audio visual, Public Address System, Tables, Chairs, Canopies, or
Electrical Outlets. Use of City vehicles for nonprofit organization use is prohibited.

Alcohol:

The South Pasadena Municipal Code allows liquor on the premises (wine, beer, whiskey, etc.)
under special conditions. Obtain an Alcohol Beverage & Control (ABC) permit by calling the
ABC (626) 927-1060. See City staff for additional info on ABC requirements. Alcohol may not
be sold or served to minors. Failure to comply, monitor and enforce this law is grounds for
terminating the activity and forfeiting all deposits, fees and co-sponsorship. Injuries caused to
any person or damage to City premises, shall be the sole responsibility of the organizations, its
sponsor or the adult representative. Alcohol may not be served or sold during set-up time.
Service for any alcoholic beverage must end one hour before the time stated on the contract for
the event to end. Alcohol is only permitted in the rented facility (Senior Center and War
Memorial Building only) Alcohol may not be served or consumed in parking lots, public patio
areas, or outside grounds adjacent to rented facility. For Library Community Room, please see
the Library Administration for Alcohol Policy.

The following conditions apply once fee waiver and or co-sponsorship is approved:

1. Appropriate recognition of the City as co-sponsor of or contributor to the event or program
will be provided on all promotional materials and at all events and programs. The City
Manager or his/her designee must approve promotional materials, the event/program

schedule and activities. If the City is not recognized for its contributions to the
event/program, the organization could potentially lose future co-sponsorship opportunities
with the City, For further clarification see the South Pasadena Municipal Code Chapter 2
Administration, Article I In General, Section 2.6-5 (Adoption of City Seal).

2. No fliers, posters, banners or signage can be placed, posted or distributed on City parks, City
facilities, on street pole or on sandwich boards throughout the city without the approval of the
City Manager or his/her designee. Street Banner and encroachment permits fees are waived
but must be obtained through the City. For further clarification see the South Pasadena
Municipal Code Chapter 3 (Advertising).

3. All non-profits must complete a Facility Use Permit with the Recreation Division of
Community Services Department. Conditions may be placed on the use to minimize impacts
to facilities or costs to the City, or to restore facilities to pre-event conditions.

4, Proof of General Liability Insurance and Endorsements with the City additionally insured as
well as a hold harmless agreement will be required for each event. The insurance coverage
will be determined on a case by case basis between the City, non-profit organization and
Insurance Advisor and will depend largely on the requirement of street closures, serving of
alcohol and duration.

5. A refundable security deposit is required. Deposit amounts are set to ensure proper clean up
and cover the City’s costs for remediation of any damage or loss. If the full deposit is not
accompanied with the Facility Use Permit by the specified date, the facility request shall be
cancelled and approval withdrawn. Security Deposits will be refunded within four (4) to six
(6) weeks of the event or activity, if standards have been met. Security Deposits will not be
waived.

6. Applicants are responsible for payment of the full cost of materials, labor, replacement,
repairs, or damages related to the event, project or program, regardless of the amount. If
damage occurs and the complete remediation costs the City less than the amount of the
deposit, the difference shall be refunded.

7. Secure necessary additional permits, e.g., vendors need business license, from food sales need

County Health Department permits, and alcohol use permits.

City Policy Pertaining to Styrofoam and Plastic Carryout Bags:

The City prohibits the use and sale of expanded polystyrene food services ware by food
providers within the city and in City facilities, City-managed concessions, City sponsored or co-
sponsored events, city permitted events and all franchisees, contractor and vendor doing business
with the city (South Pasadena Ordinance No. 2305, SPMC 16.40-.46).

The City prohibits the use or distribution of plastic carryout bags at any facility, any event held
on City property, or at any City sponsored event (South Pasadena Ordinance No. 2269, SPMC
16.31-.39.

Street Banner:

Street Banners will be hung in accordance with the event which will average two to three weeks
prior to the event. Location requests cannot be made as the banner will be hung where another
banner is coming down. If the applicant chooses to request a banner location, the banner fee will
not be waived.
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City of South Pasadena Co-Sponsorship Polic

All banners must be delivered to the Public Works Department at the City Yard located at 825
Mission Street (not City Hall) at least four weeks prior to the event and picked up one week after
the event from the same location.

No banners will be hung on Fair Oaks Avenue between Thanksgiving and the New Year as City
Holiday decorations will be placed in these two locations.

Street Banner will only be approval for South Pasadena organizations.

A separate list of co-sponsored organizations or City committees and events will be provided to
City Council for approval. If any new organizations request co-sponsorship by the City, that
request will come to the City Council for approval. If an existing organization would like to
amend their current request, that request will also be brought to City Council for approval.

This Policy and list of events and organizations will be approved annually by the City Council.

This Policy is subject to interpretation. The City Council designates the City Manager or his/her
designee in conjunction with the Department Head to interpret the Policy when items are not
specifically addressed in the Policy.

Recommendation Action
It is recommended that the City Council approve a City of South Pasadena (City) Policy
regarding requests for accommodation under the Americans with Disabilities Act (ADA).

Commission Review and Recommendation
This matter was not reviewed by a Commission.

Discussion/Analysis

Community Services Department staff recently received an inquiry from a hearing impaired
person for a sign language interpreter at a summer concert and closed caption at a surnmer
movie. This is the first request the Department has received for these services. Although staff
provided the requested accommodations at the following events, this raised the issue that the City
needed to have a specific policy in place regarding requests for accommodation under the
Americans with Disabilities Act.

Per ADA, the City cannot discriminate against qualified persons with disabilities and must do its
best to give them equal opportunity to enjoy all of its programs, services and activities. The
proposed Policy requires anyone needing auxiliary aid or services for effective communication to
notify the ADA Coordinator as soon as possible but no later than four (4) business days before
the scheduled program. The four business day notice would allow for the ADA Coordinator to
notify the appropriate department and obtain the services of an interpreter, which typically
require a 72-hour lead time.

The ADA does not require the City to take any action that would alter the nature of its programs,
services or activities, or impose undue financial or administrative burden. However, the City will

always seek to have closed caption available for City sponsored movie events.

The Policy also provides a grievance process for those who believe they have been discriminated

against on the basis of disability by the City. The Policy designates the position of Human
Resources Manager as the ADA Coordinator.

Alternatives Considered
1. The City may choose to not approve the Policy and respond to individual request as
needed. However, it is difficult to accommodate if a last minute request is made and the
Policy facilitates advance notice to ensure the request can be handled appropriately.

Background

In follow up to the request for support for hearing impaired, staff was able to secure a sign
language interpreter for the remaining two concerts as well as ensure closed caption for the
remaining movies. The cost incurred was approximately $150 for the interpreters at two concerts
which was covered by the Community Services budget. Closed caption was available for free on
the movies.

Legal Review
The City Attorney has reviewed this item.

Fiscal Impact

Since these requests are minimal at this time, each City department will be able to cover the cost
through their individual budgets. The City Clerk’s Office, Library and Community Services
Departments will be the ones who will most likely receive these requests and can prepare for
them in the upcoming fiscal year.

l. The Americans with Disabilities Act

In accordance with the requirements of Title || of The Americans with Disabilities Act (ADA), the
City of South Pasadena (City) does not discriminate against qualified Individuals with disabilities on the
basis of disability in its services, programs, or activities.

Empioyment
The City does not discriminate on the basis of disability in its hiring or employment

Effective Communication

Upon request, the City will provide appropriate aids and services leading to effective
communication for qualified persons with disabilities so they can participate equally in
the City programs, services and activities, including qualified sign language interpreters,
documents in large print or Braille, and other ways of making information and
communications accessible to people who have speech, hearing or vision impairments.

Modifications to Pglicies and Procedures

The City will make all reasonable accommodations/modifications to policies and
programs to ensure that people with disabilities have an equal opportunity to enjoy all
of its programs, services, and activities.

Within
15 calendar days after the meeting, the ADA Coordinator will respond in writing
explaining the City’s position and to offer options for substantive resolution of
the complaint. Where appropriate, responses will be provided in a format
accessible to the grievant.

Reconsideration of the determination of the ADA Coordinator may be made in
instances where the person is dissatisfied with the resolution of the grievance.

A Public Hearing will be held on February 21, 2018 to hear objections or protests to the
vegetation management program. On or before February 1, 2018, Annual Weed Abatement
Notices will be sent to property owners of the properties identified in the resolution advising
them of the Public Hearing.

Discussion/Analysis
On February 3, 2016, the City Council approved a five-year contract with the County of Los
Angeles Agriculture Commissioner’s Office to provide brush clearance and vegetation
management services within the City of South Pasadena (City) for the period from July 1, 2016
to June 30, 2021. Through the vegetation management program, property owners of unimproved
and designated properties are sent notices to maintain parcels in a fire safe condition. These
notices are sent by the County of Los Angeles on or before February 1, 2018. If the property

. owner elects not to abate the brush and native vegetation fire hazards, the Agriculture

Property owners who object to the proposed removal of hazardous vegetation and the recovery of
costs can attend the Public Hearing on February 21, 2018.

NOW, THEREFORE, THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF SOUTH
PASADENA, CALIFORNIA, DOES RESOLVE, DECLARE, DETERMINE AND
ORDER AS FOLLOWS:

BE IT RESOLVED THAT, pursuant to the provisions of Title 4, Division 3,
Part 2, Chapter 13, Article 2, of the California Government Code, Sections 39560 to
39588, inclusive, and evidence received by it, the City Council of the City of South
Pasadena (City) specifically finds:

SECTION 1. That the weeds, brush or rubbish growing or existing upon the
streets, sidewalks, or private property in the City attain such large growth as to become,
when dry, a fire menace to adjacent improved property, or which are otherwise noxious,
dangerous, or a public nuisance.

SECTION 2. That the presence of dry grass, stubble, refuse, or other flammable
materials are conditions that endanger the public safety by creating a fire hazard.

SECTION 3. That by reason of the foregoing fact, the weeds, brush, rubbish,
dry grass, stubble, refuse, or other flammable material growing or existing upon the
private property hereinafter described, and upon the streets and sidewalks in front of said
property, constitute a seasonal and recurrent public nuisance and should be abated as
such.

SECTION 4. That the private property, together with streets and sidewalks in
front of same herein referred to, is more particularly described as follows, to wit: That
certain property described in the attached list hereto as “Exhibit A,” and by this reference
made a part hereof as though set forth in full at this point.

SECTION 5. The City Clerk of the City of South Pasadena shall certify to the

passage and adoption of this resolution and its approval by the City Council and shall
cause the same to be listed in the records of the City.
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BE IT THEREFORE RESOLVED, pursuant to the findings of fact, by this
Council heretofore made, that the weeds, brush, rubbish, dry grass, stubble, refuse or
other flammable material in and upon and in front of the real property hereinbefore
described constitute and are hereby declared to be a seasonal and recurrent public
nuisance that should be abated. The Agricultural Commissioner/Director of Weights and
Measures, County of Los Angeles, is hereby designated the person to give notice to
destroy said weeds, brush, rubbish, dry grass, stubble, refuse, or other flammable material
and shall cause notices to be given to each property owner by United States Mail and said
notice shall be substantially in the following form to-wit:

NOTICE TO DESTROY WEEDS,
REMOVE BRUSH, RUBBISH AND REFUSE

Notice is hereby given that on February 7, 2018, the City Council
of the City of South Pasadena passed or will pass a resolution declaring
noxious or dangerous vegetation including weeds, brush, tumbleweeds,
sagebrush, and chaparral or rubbish refuse were growing or occurring
upon or in front of said property on certain streets in said city or
unincorporated area of the County of Los Angeles, and more particularly
described in the resolution, and that they constitute a fire hazard or public
nuisance which must be abated by the removal of said noxious or
dangerous vegetation, rubbish and refuse, otherwise they may be removed
and the nuisance abated by County authorities and the cost of removal
assessed upon the land from or in front of which the noxious or dangerous
vegetation, rubbish and refuse are removed, and such cost will constitute a
special assessment against such lots or lands. Reference is hereby made to
said resolution for further particulars. In addition, the Board of
Supervisors authorized and directed the Agricultural Commissioner to
recover its costs of details. All property owners having any objections to
the proposed removal of noxious or dangerous vegetation, rubbish and
refuse and the recovery of inspection costs, are hereby notified that they
may attend a Public Hearing of the City Council of said city to be held at
1424 Mission Street, South Pasadena, CA 91030, in the Council Chamber
on February 21, 2018, at 7:30 p.m., where their objections will be heard
and given due consideration. If the property owner does not want to
present objections to the proposed removal of the noxious or dangerous
vegetation including weeds, brush, tumbleweeds, sagebrush, and chaparral
or rubbish and refuse, or the recovery of inspection costs, the owner need
not appear at the above-mentioned hearings.

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BE IT THEREFORE RESOLVED THAT the Agricultural
Commissioner is hereby authorized and directed to recover its costs of inspection
of the properties hereinabove described in a manner consistent with prior action of
the Board adopting a fee schedule for such inspections. The recovery of these
costs is vital to the ongoing operation governing the identification and abatement
of those properties that constitute a seasonal and recurrent public nuisance and
endanger the public safety.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED THAT the 21* day of February, 2018,
at the hour of 7:30 p.m. of said day, is the day and hour, and the meeting room of
the City Council of the City of South Pasadena is fixed by this City Council as the
place when and where any and all property owners having any objections to the
aforesaid proposed removal of weeds, brush, rubbish, dry grass, stubble, refuse or
other flammable material may appear before the City Council and show cause
why said weeds, brush, rubbish, dry grass, stubble, refuse or other flammable
material should not be removed in accordance with this resolution, and said
objections will then and there be heard and given due consideration.

BE IT RESOLVED THAT the notices to destroy weeds, brush, rubbish,
dry grass, stubble, refuse or other flammable material hereinbefore referred to
shall be mailed by said Agricultural Commissioner/Director of Weights and
Measures at least ten days prior to February 21, 2018.

Commission Review and Recommendation
The Public Works Commission (PWC) reviewed and approved the priority list of streets for the
proposed Project locations at their August 9, 2017 Meeting.

Community Qutreach

A priority list of streets was developed with the Pavement Management Program (PMP) tool,
engineering recommendation, citizen participation and PWC input. The streets identified for the
Project were presented and analyzed by the PWC recommended for maintenance, The publichad an
opportunity to provide input on the priority list at the PWC August meeting. After the Project is
awarded, it will be posted on City’s website and the Contractor will notify affected residents prior to
commencing work.

Discussion/Analysis

On December 8, 2017, sealed bids were solicited from various construction companies, in addition to

the standard advertising in compliance with the Public Contract Code in a newspaper of general

circulation in the South Pasadena Review, and in various construction publications, including F.W.
U Dodge, Daily Construction Service, Bid Net, and Contractors Information Network.

On December 19, 2017, the City Clerk’s Division received and opened three (3) bids with the results
as follows:

Contractor ‘ Bid Amount -
American Asphalt South, Inc. Fontana, CA $356,595.30
Hardy and Harper, Inc., Santa Ana, CA $380,132.50
All American Asphalt, Corona, CA $460,731.22
Engineer’s Estimate $440,000

Staff has checked Contractor’s references, and verified their work to be of good quality. The
Contractor has satisfactorily completed similar projects for many other agencies, including such
agencies as the Cities of Chino Hills, El Cajon, Indian Wells, Poway, Temecula, Yorba Linda, and
County of Riverside. The Contractor’s license has been verified to be currently valid and in good
standing. Staff’s recommendation is to award the Project to American Asphalt South, Inc. Upon
award of the Project, it is anticipated that construction will begin in March 2018 and completed by
May 2018.

Background

Buckham Infrastructure Group Inc. prepared the PMP and generated a Forecasted Maintenance Q
Report (FMR) to provide street selection scenarios. Engineering staff annually examines the existing

PMP and FMR report to develop a consolidated list of proposed streets for the Preventative
Maintenance Program to be presented to the PWC. The primary focus of the Project is to select

streets that are in a relatively good condition and will benefit from a Type Il Shury or Cape Seal

surface treatment. In addition, this program incorporates repairs consisting of crack filling, pot hole

asphalt pavement deterioration repairs, displaced concrete sidewalk, curb and gutter improvements

and pavement markings restoration.

Proper pavement maintenance will improve the lifecycle by preventing asphalt raveling, subgrade
failures, water intrusion and adequate drainage. This type of maintenance program typically extends
the pavement life for an additional five to seven years and preserves the Pavement Condition Index
(PCI). The PCI classification is used to identify the condition of the pavement from poor to very
good, on a scale from 0 to 100, respectively. The PMP recommends cape and slurry seal treatments
for street segments with a PCI rating above forty (40) for cape seals and above sixty (60} for slurry
seals. In addition, cape seal treatments are not recommended for arterial streets with high traffic
volumes. The City’s preventative maintenance program began in fiscal year 2015-2016;
implementation of such a program will extend the life of existing pavements and maximize the use
of limited funding, Preventative maintenance projects provide a noticeable use of funds in terms of
public awareness and visibility.

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CONSTRUCTION CONTRACT / AGREEMENT

THIS AGREEMENT, made and entered into this ﬂday of February, 2018, by and between
CITY OF SOUTH PASADENA, a municipal corporation of the State of California, hereinafter
referred to as “CITY” and AMERICAN ASPHALT SOUTH, INC. “CONTRACTOR.”

That the CITY and the CONTRACTOR, for the consideration hereinafter named, mutually agree
as follows:

1. Contract Documents. The complete contract and agreement (“AGREEMENT”)
consists of the Contract Documents, which includes all of the following documents incorporated
herein by this reference: Approved Plans and Specifications (Project No. 2017-08), Notice
Inviting Bids, Instructions to Bidders, Information for Bidders, Contractor’s Bid Proposal, this
Contract/Agreement, Standard Specifications, Special Provisions, Reference Specifications, the
documents in the Appendix, if any, and all mutnally agreed-upon modifications and amendments
thereto. In the event of conflict between these documents, precedence shall be determined under
section 2-5.2 of the Standard Specifications.

2. Scope of Services. CONTRACTOR shall perform everything required to be
performed, shall provide and furnish all the labor, materials, necessary tools, expendable
equipment, and all utility and transportation services required for the following work of
improvement: Preventative Maintenance Project on Various Locations all in accordance with
the Contract Documents and Contractor’s Proposal dated December 19, 2017.

CONTRACTOR agrees to perform all the work and furnish all the materials at his own
cost and expense necessary to construct and complete in a good and workman-like manner and to
the satisfaction of the City Engineer of the CITY, the Work of Improvement in accordance with
the plans, specifications, and Contract Documents (the “Specifications™) therefore prepared by
City’s Engineering Department and adopted by the City Council.

3. Compensation. CITY agrees to pay and CONTRACTOR agrees to accept in full
payment for this Work of Improvement the stipulated sum of Three Hundred Fifty Six Thousand,
Five Hundred Ninety Five and Thirty Cents ($356.595.30) subject to staff satisfactory
completion and acceptance by the City.

CITY agrees to make monthly payments and final payment in accordance with the
method set forth in the Specifications.

4. Time for Completion. CONTRACTOR agrees to commence construction of the Work
of Improvement within fifteen (15) days after issuance of a Notice To Proceed, and to continue
in a diligent and workman-like manner without interruption, and to complete the construction
thereof within_sixty (60) calendar days from the date the Notice to Proceed is issued.

5. Time is of the Essence. Time is of essence of this Contract, and it is agreed that it
would be impracticable or extremely difficult to ascertain the extent of actual loss or damage
which the CITY will sustain by reason of any delay in the performance of this Agreement. It is,
therefore, agreed that CONTRACTOR will pay as liquidated damages to the CITY the following

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sum: Five Hundred Dollars ($500.00) for each day’s delay beyond the time herein prescribed for
finishing work. If liquidated damages are not paid, as designated by the CITY, the CITY may
deduct the amount thereof from any money due or that may become due the CONTRACTOR
under this Agreement in addition to any other remedy available to CITY. The CONTRACTOR
shall not be assessed liquidated damages for any delay caused by the failure of a public utility to
relocate or remove an existing utility required for the performance of this Contract.

6. Prevailing Wages Required. The CONTRACTOR will pay, and will require all
subcontractors to pay, all employees on the work of improvement a salary or wage at least equal
to the prevailing salary or wage established for such work as set forth in the wage determinations
for this work. Travel and subsistence pay shall be paid in accordance with Labor Code Section
1773.8. The CONTRACTOR shall forfeit to the CITY, as penalty, $200.00 for each calendar day
or portion thereof for each worker paid (either by him or any subcontractors under him) less than
the prevailing rate described above on the work provided for in this Agreement, all in accordance
with Section 1775 of the Labor Code of the State of California.

7. 8-Hour Day. In the performance of this Contract, not more than eight (8) hours shall
constitute a day’s work, and the CONTRACTOR shall not require more than eight (8) hours in a
day from any person employed by him hereunder, except as provided in the Labor Code of the
State of California. The CONTRACTOR shall adhere to Article 3, Chapter 1, Part 7 (Sections
1810, et seq.) of the Labor Code of the State of California, and it is agreed that the
CONTRACTOR shall forfeit to the CITY as a penalty the sum of $200.00 for each worker
employed in the execution of this Contract by the CONTRACTOR or any subcontractor for each
calendar day during which any worker is required or permitted to labor more than eight (8) hours
in violation of that article.

8. Workers Compensation. CONTRACTOR, by executing this Agreement hereby
certifies:

Commission Review and Recommendation
The Public Works Commission (PWC) reviewed and approved a list of Street Improvement Projects

at their April 15, 2015 meeting.

Community Outreach

The PWC’s recommendations were presented to the City Council at the Fiscal Year Budget
Presentations 2016-17 and 2017-18. Thelist of Street Improvement Projects incorporated a multiyear
phasing Monterey Road construction project. The public had an opportunity to provide input on the
street improvement list at the PWC April 15, 2015 meeting, After the Project is awarded, it will be
posted on the City’s website and the Contractor will notify affected residents prior to commencing
work.

Discussion/Analysis

The Monterey Road Street Improvement Project Phase Two limits are from Meridian Avenue to

Orange Grove Avenue. The scope of work consists of cold milling of existing pavement,

reconstruction of localized asphalt pavement failures, asphalt rubber hot mix (ARHM) overlay,
U removal and reconstruction of damaged Portland Concrete Cement (PCC) pavement, removal and

replacement of sidewalk, curb ramps, driveway approaches, curb and gutter, traffic loop replacement,

upgrade pedestrian push button, thermoplastic striping and pavement markings, utility adjustments
and installation of new water meters, services, valves, fire hydrants and its appurtenances.

In December 2017, sealed bids were solicited from various construction companies, in addition to
the standard advertising in compliance with the Public Contract Code in a newspaper of general
circulation in the South Pasadena Review, and in various construction publications, including F.W.
Dodge, Bid Net, and Contractors Information Network.

On January 8, 2018, the City Clerk’s Division received and opened four (4) bids with the results as
follows:

Staff checked Toro Enterprises, Inc.’s references and verified the quality of their construction and
found the work to be of good condition. In addition, Toro Enterprises Inc., has successfully
completed similar projects for other public agencies, which includes the County of Ventura, Cities of
Oxnard and Port Hueneme. Toro Enterprises, Inc., has previously performed construction for the
City of South Pasadena. Projects include the Arroyo Seco Golf Course Sanitary Sewer Lift Station
Project, Orange Grove Avenue Street Improvement Project, and Community Development Block
Grant (CDBG) Sidewalk Replacement and ADA Access Ramp Projects. Their Contractor’s License
is currently valid and in good standing. Staff’s recommendation is to award the Project to Toro
Enterprises, Inc. The construction is expected to be completed in sixty (60) working days.

Background

The Monterey Road Street Improvement Project from Pasadena Avenue to Fair Oaks Avenue is
segmented into three phases. The first phase from Fair Oaks Avenue to Meridian Avenue was
completed in 2016. The second phase from Meridian Avenue to Via Del Rey was budgeted and
adopted in Fiscal Year (FY) 2016-17. The third phase from Via Del Rey to 500 feet east of Pasadena
Avenue was budgeted and adopted in FY 2017-18. In addition, the Project incorporates the use of
recycled tires and eligible for a California Department of Resources Recycling and Recovery
(CalRecycle) grant funding up to one hundred fifty thousand dollars ($150,000).

12. Securities for Retentions. At the request and expense of CONTRACTOR, securities
equivalent to the amount withheld shall be deposited with AGENCY, or with a state or federally
chartered bank in this state as the escrow agent, who shall then pay those moneys to
CONTRACTOR upon Agency’s confirmation of CONTRACTOR’S satisfactory completion of
this AGREEMENT. At any time during the term of this AGREEMENT CONTRACTOR may, at
its own expense, substitute securities for funds otherwise withheld as retention (or the retained
percentage) in accordance with Public Contract Code Section 22300.

13. Registration with DIR. Pursuant to Labor Code Section 1725.5, CONTRACTOR
and any subcontractor must be registered with the California Department of Industrial Relations
for any bid proposal and prior to performing any work. Further, this project is subject to
compliance monitoring and enforcement by the Department of Industrial Relations.

14. Subcontractor Eligibility. This AGREEMENT is subject to Public Contract Code
Section 6109: CONTRACTOR shall be prohibited from performing work on this project with a
subcontractor who is ineligible to perform work on the project pursuant to Sections 1777.1 or
1777.7 of the Labor Code.

15. Apprentices. CONTRACTOR shall comply with the provisions of Labor Code
Section 1777.5 concerning the employment of apprentices on public works projects, and further
agrees that CONTRACTOR is responsible for compliance with Section 1777.5 by all of its
subcontractors.

16. Records. CONTRACTOR shall maintain any and all ledgers, books of account,
invoices, vouchers, canceled checks, and other records or documents evidencing or relating to
charges for services or expenditures and disbursements charged to CITY under this Agreement
for a minimum of three (3) years, or for any longer period required by law, from the date of final
payment to CONTRACTOR under this Agreement. All such documents shall be made available
for inspection, audit, and/or copying at any time during regular business hours, upon oral or
written request of CITY. In addition, pursuant to Government Code Section 8546.7, all such
documents and this Agreement shall be subject to the examination and audit of the State Auditor,
at the request of CITY or as part of any audit of CITY, for a period of three (3) years after final
payment under the Agreement.

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17. Indemnity. To the fullest extent permitted by law, CONTRACTOR shall, at its sole
cost and expense, fully defend, indemnify and hold harmless CITY, its authorized
representatives and their respective subsidiaries, affiliates, members, directors, officers,
employees and agents (collectively, the “Indemnitees™) from and against any and all claims,
actions, demands, costs, judgments, liens, penalties, liabilities, damages, losses, and expenses,
including but not limited to any fees of accountants, attorneys or other professionals (collectively
“Liabilities™), arising out of, in connection with, resulting from or related to, any alleged act,
omission, fault or negligence of CONTRACTOR, CONTRACTOR’s Representative, or any of
its officers, agents, employees, Subcontractors or Suppliers, or any person or organization
directly or indirectly employed by any of them (Collectively, the “Indemnitors™), in connection
with or relating to or claimed to be in connection with or relating to the work performed under
this AGREEMENT. CONTRACTOR shall not be entitled to any refund of attorneys’ fees,
defense costs and expenses in the event that it is s adjudicated to have been non-negligent.

CONTRACTOR shall not be required to defend or indemnify CITY for liabilities caused by the
sole active negligence or willful misconduct of CITY.

If CONTRACTOR is a joint venture or partnership, each venturer or partner shall be jointly and
severally liable for any and all of the duties and obligations of CONTRACTOR that are assumed
under or arise out of this AGREEMENT. Each of such venturers or partners waives notice of the
breach or non-performance of any undertaking or obligation of CONTRACTOR contained in,
resulting from or assumed under this AGREEMENT, and the failure to give any such notice shall
not affect or impair such venturer’s or partner’s joint and several liability hereunder.

18. Attorneys® Fees Following Disputes. In the event of a dispute between the parties
under this AGREEMENT, the prevailing party is not entitled to attorneys’ fees from the other
party. This provision takes precedence over any conflicting provision in any of the documents
which are incorporated herein by reference.

The Project locations are selected based on the City’s Sidewalk Inspection Report and service
requests received from property owners to repair uneven sidewalks.

City staff has evaluated the options above and recommend that the City Council elect Option D:
purchase of an EV Charging Station at the Civic Center for City fleet and two pool vehicles. The
City believes this is the most cost effective option which can deliver the most results to the City in
the sixty (60) month timeframe.

Background

On September 1, 2017, the Mobile Source Air Pollution Reduction Review Committee (MSRC)
released the 2017 edition of the Local Government Match Program (Program), a Clean
Transportation Funding opportunity available exclusively to cities and counties within the
SCAQMD. The Local Government Partnership Program represents an evolution of prior MSRC
programs such as the Local Government Match Program. Currently the City has one grant,
awarded in 2013 under this program for the Electric Vehicle (EV) charging station in the amount
of $10,000, which is set to expire June 30, 2019. While the Local Government Match Program
was successfully implemented for over 17 years, the new Local Government Partnership Program
seeks to improve upon the prior program in the following ways:

¢ Increases participation of cities and counties within the South Coast District — while both the
prior Local Match and the new Partnership Program are voluntary, the Local Government
Partnership Program sets aside a pro-rata share of MSRC funding for each city and county
within the SCAQMD who participate in the Program.

e Directly supports implementation of the South Coast District’s 2016 Air Quality
Management Program (AQMP) by focusing MSRC investments on AQMP measures.

s Educates local government leadership on the air quality challenges and the regional blueprint
for achieving healthful air for all residents.

o Leverages other sources of available funding.

The Program offers to co-fund clean air projects implemented by cities and counties utilizing their
AB 2766 Subvention Funds. The MSRC, using its discretionary fund, will contribute a “funding
match” towards a qualifying project. The MSRC has allocated $11.0 million in Clean Transportation
Funding for the 2017 Match Program.

The grant requires a 50% match and will fund up to $50,000. Once grant is awarded, staff will
return to Council to identify match funds and accept grant award.

Recommendation Action
It is recommended that the City Council approve a letter opposing Senate Bill 827 (SB 827) as
introduced on January 3, 2018 relating to land use (Attachment 1).

Commission Review and Recommendation
This matter was not reviewed by a commission.

Discussion/Analysis

The City of South Pasadena (City) opposes SB 827 (Wiener), which would exempt certain
housing projects from locally developed and adopted height limitations, densities, parking
requirements, and design review standards. SB 827 would exempt a “transit-rich housing
project” from several of the City’s zoning requirements, including maximum density or floor area
ratio, maximum height, minimum parking standards, and design standards that restrict the
applicant’s ability to construct the maximum number of units (Attachment 2). A “transit-rich
housing project” is defined in SB 827 as a “residential project within %2 mile radius of a transit
stop, or % mile radius of a “high-quality transit corridor.” A “high-quality transit corridor”
means a corridor with fixed route bus service that has service intervals of no more than 15
minutes during peak commute hours. MTA’s Bus Route 260, combined with MTA’s Rapid Bus
Route 762, which runs along Fair Oaks Avenue and Huntington Drive, qualifies as such a
corridor (Attachment 3)

As currently written, a “transit-rich housing project” will be exempt from the Zoning Code’s
residential density and floor area ratio regulations, minimum parking requirements, and any
design standard that restricts the ability to construct the maximum number of units consistent
with the Building Code.

With respect to height, SB 827 would establish a maximum height for a transit-rich housing
project, depending on whether the project is a transit stop, or along a transit corridor.

Transit Stop
As applied to ¥4 mile radius from the Gold Line Station, the maximum height would be 85 feet

(approximately 6 to 7 stories) for projects that are located on a street that is at least 45 feet wide,
curb-to-curb. If the project is located on a street that is less than 45 feet wide, curb-to-curb, the
maximum height would be 55 feet.

For projects located between % mile and %2 mile from the Gold Line Station, if located on a street
that is at least 45 feet curb-to-curb, the maximum height would be 35 feet; on a street of less than
45 feet wide curb-to-curb, the maximum height outside the specific plan area would be 45 feet.
For reference, Mission Street is approximately 60 feet curb-to-curb.

Mission Street Specific Plan (MSSP) properties within this radius have a maximum height of 32
feet to 40 feet, depending on the use and whether a parking density bonus is applied. Outside the
MSSP area, the Zoning Code’s maximum height is 35 feet.

Transit Corridor

A somewhat similar approach to height limits also applies to “high quality transit corridors” such
as Metro Bus Route 260. Within % mile of a transit corridor, the maximum height is 55 feet if
the “high quality transit project” is located on a street that is at least 45 feet wide, curb-to-curb, or
45 feet if the project is located on a street less than 45 feet curb-to-curb.

Coming on the heels of several significant housing bills signed by the Governor last fall that have
yet to be absorbed by local governments, SB 827 continues the Legislature’s “one-size-fits-all”
approach to facilitating the development of more housing in response to the State’s housing
crisis. The Bill’s potential impact could be extremely serious, affecting many older, established
single-family neighborhoods, approximately two dozen potential historic districts, a National
Register Historic District, and one Historic Landmark. Further, as currently drafted, SB 827
remains fairly sketchy on details, with no references being made to its relationship with other
state laws, such as affordable housing and the California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA), or

local issues such as infrastructure capacity or development review processes.

Background

Senate Bill 827 was introduced by State Senator Scott Wiener on January 3, 2018. As of the
writing of this staff report, the Bill has been referred to the Transportation & Housing Committee
and the Governance and Finance Committee. The League of California Cities has taken a
position of opposition to SB 827, and is encouraging cities to do likewise.

The City of South Pasadena opposes SB 827 (Wiener), which would exempt certain housing projects
from locally developed and adopted height limitations, densities, parking requirements, and design review
standards.

Specifically, SB 827 would undermine locally adopted General Plans, Housing Elements (which are
certified by the Department of Housing and Community Development), and Sustainable Community
Strategies (SCS). SB 827 allows private for-profit housing developers and transit agencies to determine
housing densities, parking requirements, and design review standards within one-half mile of a *major
transit stop,” or along a “high-quality transit corridor” which could be miles away from an actual bus
stop. Under existing law, cities are already required to zone for densities at levels necessary to meet their
entire Regional Housing Needs Allocation (RHNA). Additicnally, SB 827 would provide developers a
means to generate additional profits without any requirement to build affordable housing.

Exempting large-scale developments from General Plans, Housing Elements, and zoning ordinances goes
against the principles of local democracy and public engagement. Public hearings allow members of the
community to inform their representative of their support or concerns when planning documents are
developed. Public engagement also often leads to better projects. Disregarding such processes will

increase public distrust in government and could lead to additional ballot measures dealing with growth .

SB 827, as introduced, Wiener. Planning and zoning: transit-rich
housing bonus.

The Planning and Zoning Law requires, when an applicant proposes
a housing development within the jurisdiction of a local government,
that the city, county, or city and county provide the developer with a
density bonus and other incentives or concessions for the production
of lower income housing units or for the donation of land within the
development if the developer, among other things, agrees to construct
a specified percentage of units for very low, low-, or moderate-income
households or qualifying residents,

This bill would authorize a transit-rich housing project to receive a
transit-rich housing bonus. The bill would define a transit-rich housing
project as a residential development project the parcels of which are all
within a 4 mile radius of a major transit stop or a % mile radius of a
high-quality transit corridor, as those terms are further defined. The bill
would exempt a project awarded a housing opportunity bonus from
various requircments, including maximum controls on residential density
or floor area ratio, minimum automobile parking requirements, design
standards that restrict the applicant’s ability to construct the maximum
number of units consistent with any applicable building code, and
maximum height limitations, as provided.

(4) (A) If the transit-rich housing project is within either a
one-quarter mile radius of a high-quality transit corridor or within
one block of a major transit stop, any maximum height limitation
that is less than 85 feet, except in cases where a parcel facing a
street that is less than 45 feet wide from curb to curb, in which
case the maximum height shall not be less than 55 feet. If the
project is exempted from the local maximum height limitation, the
governing height limitation for a transit-rich housing project shall
be 85 feet or 55 feet, as provided in this subparagraph.

(B) If the transit-rich housing project is within one-half mile of
a major transit stop, but does not meet the criteria specified in
subparagraph (A), any maximum height limitation that is less than
55 feet, except in cases where a parcel facing a street that is less
than 45 feet wide from curb to curb, in which case the maximum
height shall not be less than 45 feet. If the project is exempted
from the local maximum height limitation, the governing height
limitation for a transit-rich housing project shall be 55 feet or 45
feet, as provided in this subparagraph.

(C) For purposes of this paragraph, if a parcel has street frontage
on two or more different streets, the height maximum pursuant to
this paragraph shall be based on the widest street.

SEC. 3. No reimbursement is required by this act pursuant to
Section 6 of Article XIII B of the California Constitution because
a local agency or school district has the authority to levy service
charges, fees, or assessments sufficient to pay for the program or
