Mayor Pro Tem Khubesrian reported on her attendance at the awards ceremony for being
named as the “41% Assembly District Woman of the Year” by Assemblymember Chris
Holden; displayed photos of her visit to Sayulita, Mexico, noting that the city may be suitable
to be a Sister City.

Councilmember Joe displayed photos depicting the St. Patrick’s Day Senior Luncheon held on
March 16, 2018; noted that he will attend that National Association of Workforce Boards
Annual Forum in Washington DC as Chair of the Foothill Workforce Development Board

Policy Commiittee.

Councilmember Mahmud wurged residents to refrain from speeding in residential
neighborhoods, noting that residents have expressed concerns related to pedestrian safety on
Via Del Rey and Oak Street; reported on her attendance at the memorial for Dorothy Cohen,
former Mayor and Councilmember; advised that the San Gabriel Valley Council of
Governments (SGVCOG) may explore the feasibility of a dock-less bike share program;
advised the SGVCOG will proceed with a regional storm water improvement project; reported
on the Los Angeles County Safe Clean Water Proposal to address water quality and supply.

Councilmember Cacciotti displayed photos of construction projects in South Pasadena and his
recent activities throughout the region.
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Mayor Schneider noted that residents can obtain free sand bags at Arroyo Park; advised that
the City Council Meeting of April 4, 2018, has been cancelled; expressed appreciation to the
Police and Fire Departments for hosting a community forum to discuss the City’s response to
an active shooter incident; reported on his attendance at a tour of the State’s water system
hosted by the Upper San Gabriel Valley Municipal Water District.

Christopher Sutton, Pasadena resident, Attorney representing several Caltrans tenant associations,
asserted that Caltrans is violating a Court-ordered judgement related to the selling of properties;
requested that the City Council join in a lawsuit asserting that inflation-adjusted pricing is illegal.

Linda Krausen, South Pasadena resident, stated that Caltrans originally offered her home at an
affordable price, but has since modified the offer based on inflation-adjusted pricing and
imposed restrictive terms.

Marysia Wojcik. South Pasadena resident, expressed disappointment that Caltrans has not been
forthright in dealing with the tenants of the Caltrans residences.

Roberto Flores, South Pasadena resident, asserted that Caltrans has abandoned its obligations to
offer the residences at an affordable price; urged the City Council to authorize a letter to Caltrans
regarding their obligations to offer the residences at an affordable price.

Brigitte Bergman. Pasadena resident, advised that she previously resided in a Caltrans home in
South Pasadena until it became inhospitable.

Gisella Benitez, South Pasadena resident, urged the City Council to enact an ordinance to
prohibit smoking in school route corridors.

City Manager DeWolfe noted that the City is working towards an ordinance to prohibit smoking
around schools, streets, and sidewalks and anticipates bringing the ordinance forward in the next
several months.

City Manager DeWolfe and Planning and Building Director Watkins narrated a PowerPoint
presentation entitled “California’s Housing Crisis & Annual Housing Report” and responded
to City Council inquiries.

Mayor Schneider opened the Public Comment period.

Christopher _Sutton, Pasadena resident, Attomey representing several Caltrans tenant
associations, noted that the presentation does not address that Caltrans has taken property off
the market and left approximately a third permanently vacant; pointed out that Caltrans is one
of the state’s largest property owners and has no housing obligations; asserted that Successor
Agencies should claim housing funds from the State; stated that City’s should have
mechanisms to address investment vacant properties.

In response to City Council inquiry, City Attorney Highsmith advised that the City will seek

to recognize the Caltrans properties in its future Housing Element.

There being no one further desiring to speak on this item, Mayor Schneider closed the Public
Comment period.

By consensus, the City Council: 1) received and filed the report regarding the background for
the State of California’s Affordable Housing Crisis; and 2) reviewed the Annual Housing
Report to be submitted to the State Department of Housing and Community Development.

Summary Analysis of Recently Approved State Affordable Housing Bills

City Attorney Highsmith narrated a PowerPoint presentation entitled “California’s 2017
Affordable Housing Bills” and responded to City Council inquiries.

Mayor Schneider opened the Public Comment period.
Christopher Sutton, Pasadena resident, Attorney representing several Calirans tenant

associations, suggested that the City should request that State Senator Portantino introduce
bills that specifically target cities that are impacted by Caltrans; asserted that Caltrans should

have an obligation to keep all of its housing up to code, occupied, and available for
development.

Linda Krausen, South Pasadena resident, voiced concern that the State may weaken the
California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA) and diminish neighborhoods ability to object
to poor quality developments.

There being no one further desmng to speak on this item, Mayor Schneider closed the Public
Comment period.

Councilmember Cacciotti suggested that the City Council agendize consideration of
authorizing a letter to State Senator Portantino and Assemblymember Holden seeking
legislation to require that California Department of Housing and Community Development
recognize the Caltrans properties in relation to the Regional Housing Needs Assessment
(RHNA), second by Councilmember Joe.

By consensus, the City Council received and filed the report regarding the summary analysis
of recently approved State Affordable Housing Bills.

Inclusionary Housing and Commercial Linkage Fee Programs

Kathe Head, Managing Principal of Keyser Marston, narrated a PowerPoint presentation
entitled “Inclusionary Housing and Commercial. Linkage Fee Programs” and responded to
City Council inquiries.

Mayor Schneider opened and closed the Public Comment period, there being no one desiring
to speak on this item.

In response to City Council inquiry, Ms. Head opined that a Commercial Linkage Fee Program
would not be suitable for the City; advised that the City could place a requirement that a
developer must demonstrate that inclusionary housing would be a hardship in order to utilize
the in-lieu fee option; noted that the City could charge an administration fee and hire additional
staff or a consultant to administer the City’s affordable housing program.

KHUBERIAN, CARRIED 5-0, to receive and file the report regarding Inclusionary Housing
and Commercial Linkage Fee Programs.

City Manager DeWolfe advised that staff will return to City Council to continue the
discussion regarding the facilitation of affordable housing; noting that if the City Council
supports a particular tool, staff will conduct community outreach; pointed out that the staff
will move forward with seeking community input on the Inclusionary Housing Program and
return to the Planning Commission and City Council, along with another look at the
identified housing needs and General Plan update,

Commission Review and Recommendation
This matter was not reviewed by a commission.

Discussion/Analysis

Current threats facing law enforcement have necessitated an enhancement to officers’ personal
protective equipment (PPE) with ballistic protection capable of stopping high-velocity rifle
rounds. Ballistic rifle plates will be a significant upgrade to the currently worn soft armor
ballistic protection by officers which is incapable of stopping high-velocity rifle rounds.

After an extensive and comprehensive search including testing and evaluating by staff, DENDR
Armor was found to be the only manufacturer of lightweight, multi-curve, Ultra High Molecular
Weight Polyethylene (UHMWPE) and ceramic integrated rifle plates tested to the NIJ 0101.04
standard capable of stopping multiple hits from high-velocity rifle rounds identified by staff as
being critical to defeat. Although other companies manufacture bailistic rifle plates capable of
stopping similar bullet threat profiles, DFNDR Armor’s ballistic rifle plates developed with their
proprietary technology are up to half the weight per plate as other industry manufacturers.

Alternatives Considered
1. Staff considered ballistic rifle plates from other industry manunfacturers which include,
but are not limited to, Safariland Group/ProTech, Point Blank Enterprises/Paraclete,
Chase Tactical, AR500 Armor and Shellback Tactical. Product offerings from the other
manufacturers capable of defeating similar bullet threat profiles, with similar design
features and component construction, and tested to the same standard are not comparable
or suitable for Police Department needs primarily due to significantly increased weight

per rifle plate.
Next Steps
1. Procure the ballistic rifle plates from DFNDR Armor with an expected lead time of 30
days.
2. Personally issue the rifle plates and associated carriers to all South Pasadena Police
officers.
Background

The nature and severity of threats facing the law enforcement community are continuing to
evolve. Events involving the use of high-velocity rifle fire continue to highlight the critical need
to enhance our ballistic protection in an effort to keep our police officers and community safe.

Police Department staff has extensively researched and evaluated options to enthance our ballistic
protection capable of defeating high-velocity rifle fire. Based upon current technology and best
practices, staff has identified a solution to this critical need by personally issuing each police
officer a wearable carrier containing ballistic plates capable of defeating those high-velocity rifle
rounds identified as being critical to stop. The rifle plates and carriers are capable of being
rapidly donned and doffed by the officers over their existing ballistic soft armor at 2 moment’s
notice as the tactical situation requires.

The procurement of ballistic rifle plates was not competitively bid; however, it appears formal
bidding is not required pursuant to SPMC Sections 2.99-29 (10) (b) and (11) (i) and (j) and (19).

(b) The city manager may authorize purchase of supplies, equipment and services of a
value greater than ten thousand dollars but less than twenty-five thousand dollars, without
complying with the above procedures, when in the opinion of the city manager compliance with
the procedure is not in the best interest of the city.

(i) Purchases of goods or services that can be obtained from only one source may be
made by the purchasing agent without advertising and after approval by the city council.

(1) The city council may authorize purchase of supplies, equipment and services of a
value greater than twenty-five thousand dollars without complying with the above procedures
‘when in the opinion of the council, compliance with the procedure is not in the best interest of
the city.

Commission Review and Recommendation
This matter was not reviewed by a comimission.

Analysis

The Police Department is seeking to purchase a 2018 Dodge Charger Vehicle from Wondries Fleet
Group in the amount of $27,887.45. Wondries Fleet Group is a licensed California Auto Dealership
authorized to execute this purchase under the Cooperative Purchase Provision of the County of Los
Angeles Contract ##POSH17369005-1. Additional, the Police Department seeks to award a contract
in the amount of $6,236.45 to Commline Inc., for the installation of emergency operating equipment
in the 2018 Dodge Charger Vehicle. Commline Inc. is currently the Police Department’s sole
authorized emergency equipment installer for our police fleet. After extensive research reviewing
various bids from vendors for the installation of emergency equipment the Police Department has
previously contracted with Commline to outfit newly purchased police vehicles as they oversee the
fleet maintenance. It would not be cost-effective or in the best interest of the City to outsource the
contract to a second party vendor as Commiine will be installing several platforms of radios, and will
be required to oversee the maintenance of the vehicles.

Background

The Police vehicle will be purchased through the County of Los Angeles under the Cooperative
Purchase Provisions. The vehicle is factory equipped with a Police package that supports
emergency operations. The Police package includes more durable brakes, radiator, alternator,
electrical system, suspension and frame designed to withstand the demands of police work.

2018 Dodge Charger
1. Police Rated Vehicle

Police personnel respond to scenes with lights and sirens and engage in high speed
driving. Therefore, these vehicles need to be “police rated,” meaning they are
upgraded to safety and performance features that are added to the vehicle. More
importantly the vehicles need to have been tested extensively for police work. If a
vehicle is not police rated and the driver is involved in a collision while
responding to a scene with lights and sirens, or engaged in police work, the city
could incur liability. The Dodge Charger has been tested on an annual basis and
was specifically designed and built for police work.

All existing emergency equipment and K9 cage from the current K9 vehicle will O
be transferred to the new K9 unit.

Consideration was given according to City policy regarding the purchase of alternative fuel-
powered vehicles. While in limited cases an alternate fuel-powered vehicle would be acceptable,
a front-line police vehicle must meet the daily demands of law enforcement use. City and County
bid-purchased law enforcement vehicles are considered to be the most cost-effective in purchase
price and maintenance, both in the short and long term, while still remaining mechanically sound.

Fiscal Impact .

Total cost for this purchase will be $34,123.90 and will be funded utilizing State of California
Citizens Option for Public Safety (COPS) grant funds. State of California COPS is a public
safety program providing supplemental funding for law enforcement purposes to enhance public
safety. Per California Government Code Sections 30061, et. seq., State COPS grants funds are
awarded annually based on population with a minimum award of $100,000 for each recipient
City. State COPS funds may only be utilized to supplement existing services and shall not be
used to supplant any existing funding, There is currently a sufficient balance in the fund to cover
the total cost for the purchase and outfitting of the X9 vehicle.

3. Authorize the City Manager to enter into a contract for an amount not-to-exceed $206,702.

Commission Review and Recommendation
This matter was not reviewed by a commission.

Community Outreach
After the Project is awarded, it will be posted on the City’s website.

Discussion/Analysis

The proposed work to the structure is to address necessary water damage repairs caused by moisture
intrusion into the basement area. The Project consists of removal and replacement of concrete
sidewalk, trenching and installation of a moisture protection barrier and drainage system, and
abatement and remediation of mold, asbestos and lead from the basement area. The proposed
improvements will restore the basement area back to its original multipurpose recreation function.

On February 16, 2018, sealed bids were solicited from various construction companies, in addition to
the standard advertising in compliance with the Public Contract Code in a newspaper of general
circulation in the South Pasadena Review, and in various construction publications, including F. W,
Dodge, Daily Construction Service, Bid Net, and Contractors Information Network.

On March 11, 2018, the City Clerk’s Division received and opened two (2) bids with the results as
follows:

Staff has checked the Contractor’s references and verified their work to be of good quality. The
Contractor has satisfactorily completed projects for many other agencies, including the Cities of
Hermosa Beach, Monterey Park, Orange, and Santa Clarita. The Contractor’s license has been
verified to be currently valid and in good standing. Staff’s recommendation is to award the Project to
Golden Sun Firm & Co. Inc. Upon award of the Project, it is anticipated that construction will begin
in June 2018 and be completed by August 2018.

Background .

The War Memorial Building was built in 1921 and is identified as a City Cultural Heritage landmark.
The main floor of the Building includes a kitchen and large multi-purpose room for dancing,
meetings, banquets. The underground floor consists of smaller rooms, storage, and restroom
facilities. The Building is not fully utilized due to some issues with a lower level wall that has
cracks, high moisture content, or seepage especially during the rainy season. The water intrusion is
caused by seepage coming from the exterior of the Building.

The Project was designed by J Lou Architect, Inc. All renovation work was designed in accordance
with the requirements of the National Parks Service and local Historic Preservation guidelines.

Legal Review
The City Attorney has reviewed this item.

Fiscal Impact

There are sufficient funds available in the Fiscal Year 2017-18 Budget for the construction of this
Project. The Project was funded from the War Memorial Building Waterproofing / Rehab Account
No. 105-9000-9258-9258.

This Project is exempt from any California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA) analysis based on
State CEQA Guidelines Section requirements under Public Resources Code Section 21084, in
accordance with Article 19, Section 15301, Class (1) “existing facilities.”

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CONSTRUCTION CONTRACT / AGREEMENT

THIS AGREEMENT, made and entered into this 18% day of April, 2018, by and between CITY
OF SOUTH PASADENA, a municipal corporation of the State of California, hereinafter referred
to as “CITY” and Golden Sun Firm & Co., Inc. “CONTRACTOR.” .

That the CITY and the CONTRACTOR, for the consideration hereinafter named, mutually agree
as follows:

1. Contract Documents. The complete contract and agreement (“AGREEMENT”)
consists of the Contract Documents, which includes all of the following documents incorporated
herein by this reference: Approved Plans and Specifications (Project No. 2016-04), Notice
Inviting Bids, Instructions to Bidders, Information for Bidders, Contractor’s Bid Proposal, this
Contract/Agreement, Standard Specifications, Special Provisions, Reference Specifications, the
documents in the Appendix, if any, and all mutually agreed-upon modifications and amendments
thereto. In the event of conflict between these documents, precedence shall be determined under
Section 2-5.2 of the Standard Specifications.

2. Scope of Services. CONTRACTOR shall perform everything required to be
performed, shall provide and furnish all the labor, materials, necessary tools, expendable
equipment, and all utility and transportation services required for the following work of
improvement: War Memorial Building Improvement Project all in accordance with the
Contract Documents and Contractor’s Proposal dated March 13. 2018; including the scope
attached as Exhibit A.

CONTRACTOR agrees to perform all the work and furnish all the materials at his own
cost and expense necessary to construct and complete in a good and workman-like manner and to
the satisfaction of the City Engineer of the CITY, the Work of Improvement in accordance with
the plans, specifications, and Contract Documents (the “Specifications”) therefore prepared by
City’s Engineering Department and adopted by the City Council.

3. Compensation. CITY agrees to pay and CONTRACTOR agrees to accept in full
payment for this Work of Improvement the stipulated sum of Two Hundred Six Thousand, Seven
Hundred Two ($206.702) subject to staff satisfactory completion and acceptance by the City.

CITY agrees to make monthly payments and final payment in accordance with the
method set forth in the Specifications; including Payment Schedule Exhibit B.

4. Time for Completior. CONTRACTOR agrees to commence construction of the Work
of Improvement within fifteen (15) days after issuance of a Notice To Proceed, and to continue
in a diligent and workman-like manner without interruption, and to complete the construction
thereof within sixty (60) calendar days from the date the Notice to Proceed is issued.

5. Time is of the Essence. Time is of essence of this Contract, and it is agreed that it
would be impracticable or extremely difficult to ascertain the extent of actual loss or damage
which the CITY will sustain by reason of any delay in the performance of this Agreement. It is,
therefore, agreed that CONTRACTOR will pay as liquidated damages to the CITY the following

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sum: Five Hundred Dollars ($500.00} for each day’s delay beyond the time herein prescribed for
finishing work. If liquidated damages are not paid, as designated by the CITY, the CITY may
deduct the amount thereof from any money due or that may become due the CONTRACTOR
under this Agreement in addition to any other remedy available to CITY. The CONTRACTOR
shall not be assessed liquidated damages for any delay caused by the failure of a public utility to
relocate or remove an existing utility required for the performance of this Contract.

6. Prevailing Wages Required. The CONTRACTOR will pay, and will require all
subcontractors to pay, all employees on the work of improvement a salary or wage at least equal
to the prevailing salary or wage established for such work as set forth in the wage determinations
for this work. Travel and subsistence pay shall be paid in accordance with Labor Code Section
1773.8. The CONTRACTOR shall forfeit to the CITY, as penalty, $200.00 for each calendar day
or portion thereof for each worker paid (either by him or any subcontractors under him) less than
the prevailing rate described above on the work provided for in this Agreement, all in accordance
with Section 1775 of the Labor Code of the State of California.

7. 8-Hour Day. In the performance of this Contract, not more than eight (8) hours shall
constitute a day’s work, and the CONTRACTOR shall not require more than eight (8) hours in a
day from any person employed by him hereunder, except as provided in the Labor Code of the
State of California. The CONTRACTOR shall adhere to Article 3, Chapter 1, Part 7 (Sections
1810, et seq.) of the Labor Code of the State of California, and it is agreed that the
CONTRACTOR shall forfeit to the CITY as a penalty the sum!of $200.00 for each worker
employed in the execution of this Contract by the CONTRACTOR or any subcontractor for each
calendar day during which any worker is required or permitted to labor more than eight (8) hours
in violation of that article.

8. Workers Compensation. CONTRACTOR, by executing this Agreement hereby
certifies: ‘
“I am aware of the provisions of Section 3700 of the Labor Code which requires every employer
to be insured against liability for Worker’s Compensation or to undertake self-insurance in
accordance with the provisions of that Code, and I will comply with such provisions before
commencing the performance of the work of this Contract.”

9. Bonds. CONTRACTOR shall, prior to the execution of this Contract, furnish two
bonds approved by the CITY, one in the amount of One Hundred Percent (100%) of the Contract
price, to guarantee the faithful performance of the work, and one in the amount of One Hundred
Percent (100%) of the Contract price to guarantee payment of all claims for labor and materials
furnished. This Contract shall not become effective until such bonds are supplied to and
approved by the CITY. CONTRACTOR shall, prior to the release of the performance and
payment bonds or the retention payment, furnish a warranty performance and payment bond
equal to at least ten percent of the final contract price or $1,000, whichever is greater.

10. Arbitration. This AGREEMENT is further subject to the provisions of Article 1.5
(commencing at Section 20104) of Division 2, Part 3 of the Public Contract Code regarding the
resolution of public works claims of less than $375,000. Article 1.5 mandates certain procedures
for the filing of claims and supporting documentation by Contractor, for the response to such
claims by the Agency, for a mandatory meet and confer conference upon the request of
Contractor, for mandatory nonbinding mediation in the event litigation is commenced, and for

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mandatory judicial arbitration upon the parties® failure to resolve the dispute through mediation.
This AGREEMENT hereby incorporates the provisions of Article 1.5 as though fully set forth
herein.

11. Prompt Payment. This Agreement is subject to the provisions of Article 1.7
(commencing at Section 20104.50) of Division 2, Part 3 of the Public Contract Code regarding
prompt payment of contractors by local governments. Article 1.7 mandates certain procedures
for the payment of undisputed and properly submitted payment requests within 30 days after
receipt, for the review of payment requests, for notice to Contractor of improper payment
requests, and provides for the payment of interest on progress payment requests which are not
timely made in accordance with that Article. This AGREEMENT hereby incorporates the
provisions of Article 1.7 as though fully set forth herein.

12. Securities for Retentions. At the request and expense of CONTRACTOR, securities
equivalent to the amount withheld shall be deposited with AGENCY, or with a state or federally
chartered bank in this state as the escrow agent, who shall then pay those moneys to
CONTRACTOR upon Agency’s confirmation of CONTRACTOR’S satisfactory completion of
this AGREEMENT. At any time during the term of this AGREEMENT CONTRACTOR may, at
its own expense, substitute securities for funds otherwise withheld as retention (or the retained
percentage) in accordance with Public Contract Code Section 22300.

13. Registration with DIR. Pursuant to Labor Code § 1725.5, CONTRACTOR and any
subcontractor must be registered with the California Department of Industrial Relations for any
bid proposal and prior to performing any work. Further, this project is subject to compliance
monitoring and enforcement by the Department of Industrial Relations.

14. Subcontractor Eligibility. This AGREEMENT is subject to Public Contract Code
Section 6109: CONTRACTOR shall be prohibited from performing work on this project with a
subcontractor who is ineligible to perform work on the project pursuant to Sections 1777.1 or
1777.7 of the Labor Code.

15. Apprentices. CONTRACTOR shall comply with the provisions of Labor Code
Section 1777.5 concerning the employment of apprentices on public works projects, and further
agrees that CONTRACTOR is responsible for compliance with Section 1777.5 by all of its
subcontractors.

16. Records. CONTRACTOR shall maintain any and all ledgers, books of account,
invoices, vouchers, canceled checks, and other records or documents evidencing or relating to
charges for services or expenditures and disbursements charged to CITY under this Agreement
for 2 minimum of three (3) years, or for any longer period required by law, from the date of final
payment to CONTRACTOR under this Agreement. All such documents shall be made available
for inspection, audit, and/or copying at any time during regular business hours, upon oral or
written request of CITY. In addition, pursuant to Government Code Section 8546.7, all such
documents and this Agreement shall be subject to the examination and audit of the State Auditor,
at the request of CITY or as part of any audit of CITY, for a period of three (3) years after final
payment under the Agreement.

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17. Indemnity. To the fullest extent permitted by law, CONTRACTOR shall, at its sole
cost and expense, fully defend, indemnify and hold harmless CITY, its authorized
representatives and their respective subsidiaries, affiliates, members, directors, officers,
employees and agents (collectively, the “Indemnitees”) from and against any and all claims,
actions, demands, costs, judgments, liens, penaliies, liabilities, damages, losses, and expenses,
including but not limited to any fees of accountants, attorneys or other professionals (collectively
“Liabilities™), arising out of, in connection with, resulting from or related to, any alleged act,
omission, fault or negligence of CONTRACTOR, CONTRACTOR’s Representative, or any of
its officers, agents, employees, Subcontractors or Suppliers, or any person or organizafion
directly or indirectly employed by any of them (Collectively, the “Indemnitors™), in connection
with or relating to or claimed to be in connection with or relating to the work performed under
this AGREEMENT. CONTRACTOR shall not be entitled to any refund of attorneys’ fees,
defense costs and expenses in the event that it is s adjudicated to have been non-negligent.

CONTRACTOR shall not be required to defend or indemnify CITY for liabilities caused by the
sole active negligence or willful misconduct of CITY.

If CONTRACTOR is a joint venture or partnership, each venturer or partner shall be jointly and
severally liable for any and all of the duties and obligations of CONTRACTOR that are assumed
under or arise out of this AGREEMENT. Each of such venturers or partners waives notice of the
breach or non-performance of any undertaking or obligation of CONTRACTOR contained in,
resulting from or assumed under this AGREEMENT, and the failure to give any such notice shall
not affect or impair such venturer’s or partner’s joint and several liability hereunder.

18. Attorneys® Fees Following Disputes. In the event of a dispute between the parties
under this AGREEMENT, the prevailing party is not entitled to attorneys’ fees from the other
party. This provision takes precedence over any conflicting provision in any of the documents
which are incorporated herein by reference.

Commission Review and Recommendation

This matter was reviewed by the Public Works Commission (PWC) on March 14, 2018.

The PWC recommends that the City Council approve the proposed projects for Fiscal Year (FY)
2018-19.

Executive Summary

SB1 (Beall, Chapter 5, Statutes of 2017) known as The Road Repair and Accountability Act of 2017
provides the first significant, stable, and ongoing increase in state transportation funding in more
than two decades. SB1 provides additional funding for transportation infrastructure, increased the
role of the California Transportation Commission (CTC) for a number of existing programs, and
created new transportation funding programs for the CTC to oversee.

Prior to receiving an apportionment of Road Maintenance and Rehabilitation Account (RMRA)
funds from the State Controller (Controller) in a fiscal year, a city or county must submit to the
CTC a resolution identifying the proposed projects to be funded with these funds (Attachment).
All projects proposed to receive funding must be included in a city or county budget that is
adopted by the applicable city council or county board of supervisors at a regular public meeting.

Community Outreach

A priority list of streets was developed with the Pavement Management System (PMS) tool,
engineering recommendation, citizen participation and PWC input. The streets identified for the
proposed projects were presented and analyzed by the PWC. The public had an opportunity to
provide input on the priority list at the PWC March 14, 2018 Meeting.

Background

On April 28, 2017, Governor Brown s1gned SB1 (Beall and Frazier), a landmark transportation
funding package that is the culmination of more than two years of hard work by Senate
Transportation and Housing Committee Chair Jim Beall, Assembly Transportation Committee Chair
Jim Frazier, and the Governor’s Administration. The final package required a 2/3-vote in the
Legislature and passed by a vote of 27-11 in the Senate and 54-26 in the Assembly.

The $5.24 billion/year funding package generates new revenues from various taxes and fees and is
designed to repair and maintain our State highways and local roads, improve our trade corridors, and
support public transit & active transportation.

Beginning November 1, 2017, the Controller will deposit various portions of this new funding into
the newly created RMRA. A percentage of this new RMRA funding will be apportioned by formula
to eligible cities and counties pursuant to Streets and Highways Code (SHC) Section 2032(h) for
. basic road maintenance, rehabilitation, and critical safety projects on the local streets and roads
system. SB1 emphasizes the importance of accountability and transparency in the delivery of
California’s transportation programs. Therefore, in order to be eligible for RMRA funding, statute
requires cities and counties to provide basic annual RMRA project reporting to the CTC.

The funds from SB1 increase the amount of money dedicated to improving transportation
infrastructure in South Pasadena.

Discussion Analysis

The Hope and Mound Lot provides 58 public parking spaces and previously included a two hour
parking restriction Monday through Friday, from 6:00 a.m. to 6:00 p.m. On November 13, 2017,
following numerous requests from surrounding businesses, the City Council decided to change
the parking restriction to four hours from 6:00 a.m. to 6:00 p.m. To assess the effectiveness of
the new parking restriction, pre and post parking counts were conducted on weekdays during the
early afternoon. The table below shows that the parking utilization rates have more than doubled
since the time limit was increased to four hours. Utilization of the two handicap spaces and the
electric vehicle parking space appear to not be impacted by the policy change. The increase in
utilization demonsirates a favorable response to the expanded parking hours. The greater time
allowance encourages more patrons to use the parking lot while ensuring turnover so that new
patrons can continue to find parking at the Hope and Mound Lot. The parking restriction also
discourages employees from parking in the Hope and Mound Lot as it does not accommodate a
traditional eight-hour workday.

Background

The City of South Pasadena (City) acquired the Hope and Mound Lot in 1960. Until November
2017, the parking lot had a two hour time limit. However, prior to 2016, the two hour parking

In the meantime and to assist in this transition,
City staff secured the expertise and consulting services of Citygate Associates, LLC to perform
an organizational review of the Finance Department and assist with identifying possible
strategies and/or opportunities for a long-range fiscal plan for the City. Citygate Associates, LLC
will systematically review, research and examine the Finance Department’s current
organizational structure, operational functions and identify best practices and performance
measures for the City and the Finance Department. Furthermore, Citygate Associates, LLC will
examine the Department structure, conduct interviews with applicable City personnel and
prepare a separate confidential report as it pertains to personnel related concerns and matters. It is

The final report resulting from the organizational review will serve as a resource and -
management tool for the incoming Finance Director as it will not only provide an analysis of
current operation levels but also serve as a guide for potential options and strategies for long-
range fiscal planning to provide for future financial sustainability of the City.

Should one or more of such personnel
become unavailable, Consultant may substitute other personnel of at least equal
competence upon written approval of City. If City and Consultant cannot agree as to
the substitution of key personnel, City may terminate this Agreement for cause.

Permits and Approvals. Consultant shall obtain, at its sole cost and expense, all
permits and regulatory approvals necessary for Consultant’s performance of this
Agreement. This includes, but shall not be limited to, professional licenses,
encroachment permits and building and safety permits and inspections.

Notification of Organizational Changes. Consuitant shall notify the Agreement
Administrator, in writing, of any change in name, ownership or control of
Consultant’s firm or of any subcontractor. Change of ownership or control of
Consultant’s firm may require an amendment to this Agreement.

Records. Consultant shall maintain any and all ledgers, books of account, invoices,
vouchers, canceled checks, and other records or documents evidencing or relating to
charges for services or expenditures and disbursements charged to City under this
Agreement for a minimum of three (3) years, or for any longer period required by
law, from the date of final payment to Consultant under this Agreement. All such
documents shall be made available for inspection, audit, and/or copying at any time
during regular business hours, upon oral or written request of City. In addition,
pursuant to Government Code Section 8546.7, if the amount of public funds
expended under this Agreement exceeds ten thousand dollars, all such documents and
this Agreement shall be subject to the examination and audit of the State Auditor, at
the request of City or as part of any audit of City, for a period of three (3) vears after
final payment under this Agreement.

Worker’s Compensation Insurance. Consultant is aware of the provisions of

Recommendation

It is recommended that the City Council:

1. Authorize the City Manager or designee to purchase two new 2018 GO-4 Electric Three
Wheeled Vehicles from Municipal Maintenance Equipment (MME) in the amount of
$111,937.47 for Parking Enforcement; and

2. Authorize a budget amendment to allocate funds from the “Facilities and Equipment”
fund to purchase the vehicles in the amount of $72,937.47.

Commission Review and Recommendation
This matter was not reviewed by a commission.

Analysis :
The Police Department currently owns two 2004 Jeep Wranglers for Parking Enforcement. One

vehicle has 170,629 miles and the other vehicle has 162,329 miles. Both vehicles need to be
replaced due to age and high mileage. After an extensive search of right-hand drive (RHD)
vehicles in compressed natural gas (CNG), Electric, and regular Flex Fuel, staff identified two
vehicles that meet parking control needs. It should be noted that RHD vehicles are a requirement
for parking enforcement duties. All vehicles marked for hourly violations are done manually by
chalking the left rear tire. Staff did not locate any CNG RHD vehicles.

The below cost estimates are for the purchase of two Parking Enforcement vehicles. The Jeep

accommodates two and has the ability to drive longer distances without requiring to be charged. -

However, the GO-4 would have a cost savings in fuel, engine repairs and service estimated at
$19,000 per year. The purchase of an electric vehicle would reinforce the City’s commitment to
promoting environmental stewardship and reducing greenhouse gas emissions.

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Purchase of Two Parking Enforcement Electric Vehicles
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Background

On August 16,2017, the City Council authorized three full-time Parking Control Officers non-sworn
positions in the Police Department. The positions are currently in the process of being filled. Staff
was also directed to evaluate alternate fuel vehicles for Parking Enforcement.

On November 16, 2005, the City Council adopted a low-emission vehicle (LEV) acquisition policy
which requires the purchase of low-emission vehicles when practical for equipment fleets and
requires that existing vehicles be retrofitted if and when practical.

Police Department staff conducted a site visit to the City of Santa Monica Fleet Services
Division to test and evaluate the GO-4 Electric Vehicle and to learn more of the City of Santa
Monica’s experiences with alternate fuel vehicles for parking control purposes. The City of
Santa Monica is regarded as a leader in the region and the State of California for the
implementation and use of alternate fuel vehicles. The City of Santa Monica has extensively
tested, evalnated and provided input to GO-4 for developmental improvements to their electric
vehicle platform. Upon implementation of the City of Santa Monica’s recommended
improvements, they have since purchased thirty-five electric vehicles from GO-4 to replace their
entire parking control fleet. The Police Department was able to secure the same pricing from
GO-4 as the City of Santa Monica.

Legal Review

The City Attorney has reviewed this item. The installation of emergency equipment was not
competitively bid, however it appears from the explanations provided in the report, that formal
bidding is not required pursuant to South Pasadena Municipal Code Sections 2.99-29 (10) (b)
and (11) (i) and (j) and (19).

(b) The city manager may authorize purchase of supplies, equipment and services of a
value greater than ten thousand dollars but less than twenty-five thousand dollars, without
complying with the above procedures, when in the opinion of the city manager compliance with
the procedure is not in the best interest of the city.

(i) Purchases of goods or services that can be obtained from only one source may be
made by the purchasing agent without advertising and after approval by the city council.

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(G) The city council may authorize purchase of supplies, equipment and services of a
value greater than twenty-five thousand dollars without complying with the above procedures

' when in the opinion of the council, compliance with the procedure is not in the best interest of

the city.

Fiscal Impact
For the current fiscal year, the Police Department budgeted for four vehicles in Account No. 105-

4010-4011-8540. To date, the Department has purchased three vehicles, leaving an available
balance of $39,000. Staff is recommending a budget amendment to allocate the difference for the
total purchase cost of two electric vehicles, $72,937.47, from the Facilities and Equipment
Replacement Fund 105-4010-4011-8540. Staff anticipates an ongoing cost savings for fuel and
vehicle maintenance.

Dear Senator Portantino,

The City of South Pasadena supports your SB 1133 which allows the Los ‘Angeles Regional Water
Quality Control Board (Regional Board) to receive funding from permittees including the Los Angeles
County Flood Control District for the purpose of updating the Los Angeles region’s water quality control
plan.

Water quality control plans are the key regulatory document governing water quality in each
hydrographic region statewide, much like a city's general plan. The current water quality control plan
(Basin Plan) was first adopted by the Regional Board in 1974 long before the 1990 inclusion of the
municipal stormwater permits in federal regulations and the requirements for the Imtegrated Water
Management Planning, including the capture, treatment, and reuse of stormwater.

The need to update the Basin Plan is critical to managing the costs of stormwater management which the
Los Angeles County Department of Public Works estimates will cost $20 billion countywide in
operations and management alone. The MS4 obligations for the City of South Pasadena is estimated at
$33.09 million capital costs and $2.1 million annual operational maintenance costs. These expenditures
often come at the expense of other critical resources like public safety, parks and other services. The
California State Auditor this month published a report’ stating that State and Regional Water Boards,
“must do more to ensure that local jurisdictions costs to reduce storm water pollution are necessary and
appropriate.” SB 1133 would allow the Regional Board to accept funds for the purposes of modernizing
the Basin Plan with updated science and information which can help put real costs into perspective when
evaluating stormwater management.

As Los Angeles County considers a stormwater parcel tax for the November 2018 ballot, SB 1133
provides an opportunity to fund a crucial and timely update to the Basin Plan. For these reasons, the City
of South Pasadena supports SB 1133.

The people of the State of California do enact as foltows:

SECTION 1. The Legistature finds and declares as follows:
-(a) Consistent with Section 13000 of the Water Code, the quality
of waters of the state should be regulated to attain the highest
water quality which is reasonable considering the uses of the water
and the values involved,

(b) The water quality control plans adopted by the State Water
Resources Control Board and the California regional water quality
control boards pursuant to Section 13240 of the Water Code need
to be based on the best available science and consider the
recommendations of the federal Environmental Protection Agency,
as well as the recommendations of affected state and local
agencies.

(c) Section 13241 of the Water Code lists several important
factors that water boards are to consider when establishing water

{d) At the request of the United States Congress, the National
Research Council examined the basis of the total maximum daily
load (TMDL) program and explained its findings in a 2007 report
titled Assessing the TMDL Approach to Water Quality
Management.

(e} A finding of the council’s report was that scientific
uncertainty cannot be avoided in water quality programs, and
water quality regulations should recognize this inherent uncertainty
by means of flexible adjustable implementation programs.

(f) The report recommended that states define appropriate
beneficial use designations, and before TMDL development, refine
these designations, and use and consider attainability analyses
for all water bodies.
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(g) The council also recommended that plans implementing
TMDLs be adaptive, with TMDL goals to be periodically assessed
and scientific data used to revise the plan, if necessary.

(r) Permittees and others funded an Environmental Defense
Sciences report from February 2002, titled A Review of the Los
Angeles Basin Plan Administrative Record, that provided a detailed
analysis of the administrative record as had been provided to date
of the water quality control plan for the Los Angeles region and
identiffed four priority areas for water quality control plan reform,
as follows:

(1) Incorporation of the Water Code Sections 13241 and 13242
reqguirements of the Porter-Cologne Water Quality Control Act
(Division 7 (commencing with Section 13000) of the Water Code).

(2) Development and implementation of water quality objectives.

(3} Correction and revision of beneficial use designations.

(4) Revision of the tributary rule.

(i) The water quality control plan for the Los Angeles region
was first developed in 1975 and the last major revision was in
1994,

()} The water quality controf plan for the Los Angeles region
does not thoroughly distinguish between traditional point sources
and stormwater discharges in the development and application of
water quality standards. |

(k) California regional water quality control boards have not
completed major revisions of water quality control plans because
of staff and financial resource shortages, although they have made
revisions through the triennial review process.

(1) California needs to find a way to finance comprehensive
water quality control plan revisions by all California regional
water quality control boards.

(m} The County of Los Angeles is proposing a stormwater
quality funding measure that could provide a source of funding
for the California regional water quality control board, Los
Angeles region, to conduct a major revision fto its water quality
control plan to improve the technical and scientific basis of the
plan.

(n) Allowing the California regional water quality control board,
Los Angeles region, to accept funds from a stormwater quality
funding measure would provide funding for a pilot project on how
to fund and structure necessary major revisions to water quality
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comtrol plans to incorporate new criteria recommended by the
federal Environmental Protection Agency and bring the plans up
to date with currernt science and technofogy.

SEC. 2. Section 13249 is added to the Water Code, to read:

13249, (a) A regional board may accept and spend donations
of moneys from a permittee for the purpose of updating a water
quality control plan,

(b) If the proposed Safe, Clean Water Program is approved by
the voters of the County of Los Angeles, the California regional
water quality control board, Los Angeles region, may accept funds
from the L os Angeles County Flood Controf District to prepare a
major revision to the water quality control plan for the Los Angeles
region to strengthen the scientific and technical basis for the plan
as a pilot project for the state.

PROBLEM

Many city officials question whether the 2012 MS4
permits are based on current science and methodologies
given the dated models and data used in the Water Qual-
ity Control Plan (Basin Plan) for the Los Angeles re-
gion, A thorough modernization of the Basin Plan could
provide a more realistic plan that adequately considered
costs associated with stormwater quality. A recent re-
port, released in March of 2018, provided by the Cali-
fornia State Auditor, Elaine M., Howle on the State and
Regional Water Boards, finds:

The extent to which some pollu-
tants are harmful varies based on the characieristics or
conditions of the water body, such as the water body’s
temperature and mineral content,

board erred in its responsibilities for developing pollutant
limits or overseeing their implementation, resulting in in-
accurate information that local jurisdictionsusedtoplan
their storm water management efforts.

Meanwhile, changes to permits
have caused concern among storm water managers at local
Jjurisdictions about increased future costs, and many capital
projects remain unfunded that would help jurisdictions
comply withtheirpermitrequirements.”

BACKGROUND

Water Quality Control Plans are the key regulatory docu-
ments governing water quality in each hydrologic region of
the state, much like a city’s general plan. The Basin Plan
was first developed as a unified plan in 1974, long before
the 1990 federal regulations implementing the 1987 Clean
Water Act amendments to require stormwater permits. The
last major revision of the Basin Plan in 1994 did not clearly
distinguish between stormwater and traditional “point
sources.” Despite varions amendments to the Basin Plan
since 1994, the Plan still does not clearly recognize the

«episodic and variable nature of stormwater and wrban run-

off, nor adequately address economic considerations.

The County of Los Angeles is in the process of creating a
stormwater parcel tax and accompanying ballot measure
for the November 2018 Ballot.
