It is recommended that the City Council receive and file the second quarter Fiscal Year 2019-20
Capital Improvement Plan (CIP) Project updates.

Executive Summary
The CIP is a living document and planning tool designed to adapt to emerging needs and take
advantage of new unforeseen funding opportunities that may require expanding or reprioritizing
project investments. The CIP provides a comprehensive plan for the City’s infrastructure and
facility needs. On June 5, 2019 the City Council approved Resolution 7610 adopting the five
year CIP for Fiscal Years (FY) 2020-24. The five year CIP contains a total of 46 projects
totaling $153,371,632 of which $44,366,428 is unfunded. The adopted FY 2019-20 CIP includes
18 projects for a total appropriation of $11,845,000 and 16 carryover projects from previous
fiscal years (including the 110 Interchange Project). The purpose of this report is to summarize
the progress made toward meeting deadlines and completing the CIP projects.

A-Ride Program

Recommendation Action

It is recommended that the City Council authorize staff a sole source purchase of a 2019 E450
Plug-in Vehicle (PEV) from Phoenix Motorcars, LLC and execute all related documents at a
total cost $163,101.

Commission Review and Recommendation
This matter was not reviewed by a Commission.

Discussion/Analysis

The Dial-A-Ride Program offers low cost rides to senior and disabled residents. Currently, the
Division has five vehicles in its fleet (composed of two buses and three vans) used for everyday
transportation of seniors to and from medical appointments and other excursions within the
jurisdiction of the City. Special trips are also scheduled to various museums and gardens such as
the Huntington Library, Descanso Gardens, Pasadena Museum of History, and the Wrigley
Mansion. Moreover, the buses are used to transport seniors to luncheons at the War Memorial
Building and other special events and trips provided by the Senior Center.

In addition to supporting the City’s Green Initiative, the purchase of a PEV van will provide
stability in quality of service, as well as decrease the cost of maintenance expended by the
Division on an annual basis. Although upfront capital costs are higher for electric battery buses,
the total cost of ownership is expected to be lower than a diesel or Compressed Natural Gas
(CNG) bus due to high efficiencies, lower fuel cost, and reduced maintenance. Phoenix
Motorcars is the sole source PEV passenger bus provider in the Southern California area.

One of the fleet’s larger vehicles is a 2016 Ford E450 CNG StarCraft, which holds sixteen
passengers and was purchased in FY 2015-16. The Division’s other sixteen seat passenger
vehicle is a 2017 Phoenix Electric Plug-in Vehicle that was purchased in 2016. The Dial-A-Ride
Program seeks a reliable fourteen passenger 2019 E450 Plug-in Vehicle. The new electric
vehicle will be utilized for senior excursions and medical appointments outside the City’s limits.
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Aside from providing stability through reliability, the PEV bus will also enhance the quality of
service to patrons. The quiet motor and comfortable interior design allow patrons to enjoy a
peaceful and relaxing ride to and from their destinations. Moreover, during group outings the bus
will foster community, as the quiet motor allows patrons to converse with each other without the
strain of a loud engine.

Phoenix Motorcars, a local agency licensed to sell large electric passenger vehicles, offers a 2019
E450 Plug-in Vehicle in the amount of $163,101. Aside from being zero fuel emissions, electric
vehicles offer up to 110 miles per single charge range; which does accommodate the Division’s
daily schedule. The Transit Division averages 40 to 60 miles for part-time staff and 50-70 miles
for full-time staff. The new upgrades to the electric vehicle include a permanent high power
magnet motor, regenerative braking, and increased acceleration.

On June 10, 2019, Dial-A-Ride drivers and staff test drove the bus and gave positive feedback.
Representatives from Phoenix Motorcars informed staff of upgrades to the vehicle due to
customer feedback. Currently, Dial-A-Ride is using a 2017 model PEV from Phoenix Motorcars.
Staff reported that the bus is easy to maneuver and enjoyable to drive. Additionally, the vehicle’s
sleek design offers drivers comfort and ease while driving through the City’s hills. Phoenix
Motorcars is a reliable vendor, provides excellent customer service, and addresses maintenance
needs in a timely manner.

Associated with this purchase, Phoenix will provide a Level Il DC Fast Charger. The price of the
Level Ill DC Fast Charger is $29,500; however, there is also a Hybrid and Zero-Emission Truck
and Bus Voucher Incentive Project (HVIP) Incentive of $29,500. Sales tax and shipping costs
amount to $4,102. The overall cost for both the PEV and the fast charger is $163,101, including
taxes and DMV registration. Phoenix Motorcars gave Transit staff a quote that is valid for 60
days with a delivery time of 180 days after receipt of executed Purchase Order.

Phoenix Motorcars manufactures electric passenger vehicles in the Southern California Region.
Staff researched other companies for similar products. For instance, staff contacted Moto Electric
Vehicles, ProTerra, STAR Electric Vehicles, BYD, Mars Cars LLC, and GEM. After researching
the various other companies, staff concluded that Phoenix Motorcars was the only company to
meet all required specifications. Overall, the Division needs a sixteen to fourteen passenger bus
with a side entrance/exit wheelchair lift. Dial-A-Ride drops off passengers on high traffic streets,
such as Fair Oaks Avenue, Huntington Drive, Monterey Road, and Mission Street. It is pivotal to
passenger safety that the wheelchair lift is located on the passenger side of the bus, instead of the
back of the bus — as it will require passengers to enter and exit the bus from the streets (which
may cause bodily harm and or fatalities). Some of the aforementioned companies such as STAR
Electric Vehicles, Mars Cars, GEM, Moto Electric Vehicles sell electric golf cars or similar
types. Additionally, ProTerra and BYD do not sell small passenger buses, but larger coach and or
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school buses. After extensive research, staff is prepared to move forward with a sole source
purchase of a fourteen passenger bus from Phoenix Motorcars.

Background
The Transit Division receives annual funding support through Los Angeles County Metropolitan

Transportation (Metro) Proposition A and Proposition C Local Return Program. Monies from
Proposition A were designated for the purchase of the new 2019 E450 Plug-in Vehicle fourteen
passenger ADA compliant vehicle. Since 2013, the Division has consistently updated its fleet.
Overall, staff has successfully removed all gasoline fueled buses. The fleet is comprised of four
CNG fuel vehicles and one electric vehicle.

Legal Review
The City Attorney has reviewed this item.

Fiscal Impact
The City of South Pasadena receives annual funds from the Los Angeles County Metropolitan

Transportation (Metro) Proposition A and Proposition C Local Return Program. For FY 2019-20
funds from Proposition A, in the amount of $163,101 were allocated, in the 205-8030-8024-8540
account, for the purchase of a fourteen passenger ADA compliant electric vehicle.

Recommendation
It is recommended that the City Council:

1. Award a contract to Wondries Fleet Group under the Cooperative Purchase Provisions of
Sourcewell (formerly known as NJPA) master vehicle contract, #120716-NAF, for the
purchase of a new 2020 Ford Utility Hybrid Police Interceptor administrative vehicle in
the amount of $40,716.

2. Award a contract to Black and White Emergency Vehicles in the amount of $2,247, for
the purchase and installation of emergency equipment.

3. Award a contract to Foothill Communication in the amount of $9,342 for the purchase of
a Motorola police radio.

Commission Review and Recommendation
This matter was not reviewed by a commission.

Discussion/Analysis

The Ford Utility Hybrid Police Interceptor will be replacing patrol vehicle (Unit #1407), 2014
Ford Explorer. The 2014 Explorer was determined to be non-repairable after being involved in a
traffic collision on August 20, 2019. This vehicle had over 70,000 miles as its lifecycle was
nearing an end. It was scheduled to be replaced within the next two years, The City’s insurance
company will be reimbursing us for the loss of the vehicle.

Once received, the new Ford Hybrid will be placed into service as an administrative vehicle,

replacing the Chief of Police’s current Ford Explorer. The Chief’s Explorer will then be painted
black and white, moving into patrol service after emergency equipment is purchased for it.
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The Police Department requires specialized patrol vehicles to handle the constant use and
rigors of patrol work. The specifications for a heavy-duty police patrol vehicle include
heavy-duty suspension, transmission, power steering, and engine oil cooling. To meet these
demands, the Police Department began transitioning to the Ford Explorer Interceptor in 2014.
As part of this process, the Police Department outsourced a large portion of the labor and
emergency equipment with outfitting the vehicles. The cost of emergency equipment and
installation is $11,589. This cost includes the use of serviceable equipment removed from the
damaged 2014 Explorer. The proposed purchase of the Ford Utility is inclusive of all associated
parts and labor to outfit it.

The National Auto Fleet Group has offered the City the opportunity to purchase this 2020 Ford
Utility using the Sourcewell master vehicle contract #120716-NAF. The cooperative contract
purchasing utilized by Sourcewell leverages the national purchasing power of more than 50,000
member agencies while also streamlining the required purchasing process. As a municipal
national contracting agency, Sourcewell establishes and provides national leveraged and
competitively solicited purchasing contracts.

On December 8, 2016, Sourcewell issued an RFP for "Passenger Cars; Light Duty, Medium
Duty, and Heavy Duty Truck with Related Accessories.” Submissions were scored on a weighted
scale of eight different criteria, with pricing being the most heavily weighted. The National Auto
Fleet Group submitted a response which scored the highest out of the three respondents with 862
total points out of 1,000. This contract is available for use by government and state agencies and
any county, city, district or other governmental bodies or corporations empowered to expend
public funds. The contract term runs through January 17, 2021. South Pasadena Municipal Code
Section 2.99-29(19) authorizes the City to enter into cooperative purchase agreements like this to
purchase City supplies and equipment.

This vehicle will need new emergency equipment, including emergency lighting, control
modules and other equipment necessary on a police vehicle. Staff requested three competitive
bids from Black and White Emergency Vehicles in Covina, 10-8 Retrofit in Ontario and
CommLine in Riverside. Staff obtained two responses back, one from Black and White
Emergency Vehicles and the other from our current vendor CommLine. Black and White had the
lowest bid and are located in the San Gabriel Valley. Several of the surrounding law enforcement
agencies use Black and White to equip their patrol fleet and have had positive experiences. Black
and White is the only vendor to offer a lifetime warranty on the equipment and installation.

Foothill Communications currently handles are police radio installation and maintenance within
the vehicles and dispatch center.

Next Steps

1. Place an order for the 2020 Ford Utility Police Interceptor with Wondries Fleet Group.
The expected delivery date for the vehicle will be April 2020.
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Background

In 2014, the Police Department began using the Ford Explorer Police Interceptor as a frontline
patrol vehicle. During this time, many of the auto manufacturers were experimenting with new
lines of first responder vehicles. The Police Department found these vehicles to be unreliable and
cost prohibitive due to maintenance issues.

Ford recently introduced the Utility Hybrid, as a frontline patrol vehicle. The 2020 Ford Hybrid
is rated for 24 mpg combined. Projections indicate the first pursuit-rated hybrid police utility will
save between $3,500 and $5,700 per vehicle annually in fuel costs versus the current Police
Interceptor. Ford said in a statement. "If those savings were applied to every Police Interceptor
Utility sold in 2017, it would equate to between $118 million and $193 million, or more than 43
million gallons of fuel." The Police Department is seeking to award the contract to Wonderies
Fleet Group for the 2020 Ford Explorer.

Legal Review
The City Attorney has reviewed this item with no suggested edits.

Fiscal Impact

The total cost of this action is $52,305. Funding for this action will be addressed through
reimbursement from the City’s insurance in the amount of $58,230 less the deductible of $10,000
for a net claim of $48,230. The balance of $4,075 will be paid through the Police Department’s
Special Department Expenses Account (8020). Indirect and support costs such as maintenance
and repair are anticipated to be $7,000 over the lifecycle of the vehicle. These costs will be
addressed annually by utilization of existing budgeted appropriations through the Police
Department Vehicle Maintenance Account (8100).

Recommendation
It is recommended that the City Council:

1. Authorize the City Manager to execute the first amendment to the Professional Services
Agreement (PSA) with W.G. Zimmerman Engineering, Inc. (Zimmerman), in an
additional amount of $29,040 for the Consultant to provide part time public works and
capital improvement plan project support services, and

2. Authorize the City Manager to execute the first amendment to the PSA with Interwest
Consulting Group (Interwest), in an additional amount of $33,600 for the Consultant to
provide part time plan check and public works and capital improvement plan project
support services.

Commission Review and Recommendation
This matter was not reviewed by a commission.

Discussion/Analysis

In November 2019, the Public Works Department had a vacancy in the Civil Engineering
Associate position that provides plan check services for development projects, responds to
service requests from residents, and manages many of the City’s capital improvement projects.
Staff contacted four engineering firms to assist the City with staff augmentation while the
position is being backfilled. Due to the short notice of the departure, firms were only able to
provide part time support to South Pasadena. On December 2, 2019, the City Manager executed
part time agreements with Zimmerman and Interwest Consulting Group to provide plan check
support and capital improvement plan project management assistance. Both had qualified staff
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available to assist the City and the hourly rates of the proposed Consultants were consistent to
the other firms who staff contacted.

In order for the department to continue to provide these important services it is recommended
that contract amendments be executed so Zimmerman and Interwest can continue to provide part
time public works and capital improvement plan project support services. Zimmerman and
Interwest are full service traffic and civil engineering firms that provide similar services to the
Public Works Departments in the City of Mission Viejo, City of Pico Rivera, City of Anaheim,
City of Irvine, City of San Juan Capistrano, City of Maywood, City of Costa Mesa, City of Seal
Beach, City of Carson, and City of Signal Hill. The recruitment for the Civil Engineering
Associate is underway and may take an additional three months to complete, and this proposed
contract amendment will provide three months of part time staff augmentation services.

Legal Review
The City Attorney has reviewed this item.

Fiscal Impact

The Public Works Department has one vacancy in the Civil Engineering Associate position
which is funded through the following accounts: Public Works Engineering (80%), Sewer (10%),
and Water (10%). The proposed contract amendment will be funded using the savings in
personnel salary and capital improvement project accounts.

The term of this Agreement shall commence at 12:00 a.m. on the Commencement Date and
shall expire at 11:59 p.m. on the Termination Date unless extended by written agreement of the
parties or terminated earlier under Section 18 (“Termination™) below.

Consultant shall notify the Agreement Administrator, in
writing, when fees and expenses incurred under this Agreement have reached eighty
percent (80%) of the Maximum Amount. Consultant shall concurrently inform the
Agreement Administrator, in writing, of Consultant’s estimate of total expenditures
required to complete its current assignments before proceeding, when the remaining
work on such assignments would exceed the Maximum Amount.

Business License. Consultant shall obtain and maintain in force a City business
license for the duration of this Agreement.

Professional Standards. Consultant shall perform all work to the standards of
Consultant’s profession and in a manner reasonably satisfactory to City. Consultant
shali keep itself fully informed of and in compliance with all local, state, and federal
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laws, rules, and regulations in any manner affecting the performance of this
Agreement, including all Cal/OSHA requirements, the conflict of interest provisions
of Government Code § 1090 and the Political Reform Act (Government Code
§ 81000 et seq.).

5.6. Avoid Conflicts. During the term of this Agreement, Consultant shall not perform
any work for another person or entity for whom Consultant was not working at the
Commencement Date if such work would present a conflict interfering with
performance under this Agreement. However, City may consent in writing to
Consultant’s performance of such work.

5.7. Appropriate Personnel. Consultant has, or will secure at its own expense, all
personnel required to perform the services identified in the Scope of Services. All
such services shall be performed by Consultant or under its supervision, and all
personnel engaged in the work shall be qualified to perform such services Bill
Zimmerman shall be Consultant’s project administrator and shall have direct
responsibility for management of Consultant’s performance under this Agreement.
No change shall be made in Consultant’s project administrator without City’s prior
written consent.

5.8.  Substitution of Personnel. Any persons named in the proposal or Scope of Services
constitutes a promise to the City that those persons will perform and coordinate their
respective services under this Agreement.

If City and Consultant cannot agree as to
the substitution of key personnel, City may terminate this Agreement for cause.

5.10. Notification of Organizational Changes. Consultant shall notify the Agreement
Administrator, in writing, of any change in name, ownership or control of
Consultant’s firm or of any subcontractor. Change of ownership or control of
Consultant’s firm may require an amendment to this Agreement.

5.11. Records. Consultant shall maintain any and all ledgers, books of account, invoices,
vouchers, canceled checks, and other records or documents evidencing or relating to
charges for services or expenditures and disbursements charged to City under this
Agreement for a minimum of three (3) years, or for any longer period required by
law, from the date of final payment to Consultant under this Agreement. All such
documents shall be made available for inspection, audit, and/or copying at any time
during regular business hours, upon oral or written request of City. In addition,
pursuant to Government Code Section 8546.7, if the amount of public funds
expended under this Agreement exceeds ten thousand dollars, all such documents and
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this Agreement shall be subject to the examination and audit of the State Auditor, at
the request of City or as part of any audit of City, for a period of three (3) years after
final payment under this Agreement.

City shall pay Consultant for work performed
by its subcontractors, if any, only at Consultant’s actual cost plus an approved mark-
up as set forth in the Approved Fee Schedule, Exhibit B. Consultant shall be liable
and accountable for any and all payments, compensation, and federal and state taxes
to all subcontractors performing services under this Agreement. City shall not be
liable for any payment, compensation, or federal and state taxes for any
subcontractors.

The parties agree to meet and confer at mutually agreeable times to resolve
any disputed amounts contained in an invoice submitted by Consuitant.

Additional Work. Consultant shall not be reimbursed for any expenses incurred for
work performed outside the Scope of Services unless prior written approval is given
by the City through a fully executed written amendment.

City Satisfaction as Precondition to Payment. Notwithstanding any other terms of
this Agreement, no payments shall be made to Consultant until City is satisfied that
the services are satisfactory.

Right to Withhold Payments. If Consultant fails to provide a deposit or promptly
satisfy an indemnity obligation described in Section 11, City shall have the right to
withhold payments under this Agreement to offset that amount.

8. PREVAILING WAGES

Consultant is aware of the requirements of California Labor Code Section 1720, et
seq., and 1770, et seq., as well as California Code of Regulations, Title 8, Section
16000, et seq., (“Prevailing Wage Laws”), which require the payment of prevailing
wage rates and the performance of other requirements on certain “public works” and
“maintenance” projects. Consultant shall defend, indemnify, and hold the City, tis
elected officials, officers, employees, and agents free and harmless form any claim or
liability arising out of any failure or alleged failure of Consultant to comply with the
Prevailing Wage Laws.

9. OWNERSHIP OF WRITTEN PRODUCTS

All reports, documents or other written material (“written products” herein)
developed by Consultant in the performance of this Agreement shall be and remain
the property of City without restriction or limitation upon its use or dissemination by
City except as provided by law. Consultant may take and retain copies of such written
products as desired, but no such written products shall be the subject of a copyright
application by Consultant.

Neither
City nor any of its agents shall have control over the conduct of Consultant or any of
Consultant’s employees, except as set forth in this Agreement. Consultant shall not
represent that it is, or that any of its agents or employees are, in any manner
employees of City.

Independent Contractor Status. Under no circumstances shall Consultant or its
employees look to the City as an employer. Consultant shall not be entitled to any
benefits. City makes no representation as to the effect of this independent contractor
relationship on Consultant’s previously earned California Public Employees
Retirement System (“CalPERS”) retirement benefits, if any, and Consultant
specifically assumes the responsibility for making such a determination. Consultant
shall be responsible for all reports and obligations including, but not limited to: social
security taxes, income tax withholding, unemployment insurance, disability
insurance, and workers’ compensation, and other applicable federal and state taxes.

Indemnification of CalPERS Determination. In the event that Consultant or any
employee, agent, or subcontractor of Consultant providing services under this
Agreement claims or is determined by a court of competent jurisdiction or CalPERS
to be eligible for enrollment in CalPERS as an employee of the City, Consultant shall
indemnify, defend, and hold harmless City for the payment of any employee and/or
employer contributions for CalPERS benefits on behalf of Consultant or its
employees, agents, or subcontractors, as well as for the payment of any penalties and
interest on such contributions, which would otherwise be the responsibility of City.

Definitions. For purposes of this Section 11, “Consultant” shall include Consultant,
its officers, employees, servants, agents, or subcontractors, or anyone directly or
indirectly employed by either Consultant or its subcontractors, in the performance of
this Agreement. “City” shall include City, its officers, agents, employees and
volunteers.

Consultant to Indemnify City. To the fullest extent permitted by law, Consultant
shall indemnify, hold harmless, and defend City from and against any and all claims,
losses, costs or expenses for any personal injury or property damage arising out of or
in connection with Consultant’s alleged negligence, recklessness or willful
misconduct or other wrongful acts, errors or omissions of Consultant or failure to
comply with any provision in this Agreement.

Scope of Indemnity. Personal injury shall include injury or damage due to death or
injury to any person, whether physical, emotional, consequential or otherwise,
Property damage shall include injury to any personal or real property. Consultant
shall not be required to indemnify City for such loss or damage as is caused by the
sole active negligence or willful misconduct of the City.
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11.4  Attorneys Fees. Such costs and expenses shall include reasonable attorneys’ fees for
counsel of City’s choice, expert fees and all other costs and fees of litigation.
Consultant shall not be entitled to any refund of attorneys’ fees, defense costs or
expenses in the event that it is adjudicated to have been non-negligent.

11.5 Defense Deposit. The City may request a deposit for defense costs from Consultant
with respect to a claim. If the City requests a defense deposit, Consultant shall
provide it within |15 days of the request.

11.6  Waiver of Statutory Immunity. The obligations of Consultant under this Section 11
are not limited by the provisions of any workers’ compensation act or similar act.
Consultant expressly waives its statutory immunity under such statutes or laws as to
City.

11.7 Indemnification by Subcontractors. Consultant agrees to obtain executed indemnity
agreements with provisions identical to those set forth here in this Section 11 from
each and every subcontractor or any other person or entity involved in the
performance of this Agreement on Consultant’s behalf.

11.8 Insurance Not a Substitute. City does not waive any indemnity rights by accepting
any insurance policy or certificate required pursuant to this Agreement. Consultant’s
indemnification obligations apply regardless of whether or not any insurance policies
are determined to be applicable to the claim, demand, damage, liability, loss, cost or
expense.

12. INSURANCE

12.1. Insurance Required. Consultant shall maintain insurance as described in this section
and shall require all of its subcontractors, consultants, and other agents to do the
same. Approval of the insurance by the City shall not relieve or decrease any liability
of Consultant Any requirement for insurance to be maintained after completion of the
work shall survive this Agreement.

12.2. Documentation of Insurance. City will not execute this agreement until it has
received a complete set of all required documentation of insurance coverage.
However, failure to obtain the required documents prior to the work beginning shall
not waive the Consultant’s obligation to provide them. Consultant shall file with City:

Any available insurance proceeds broader than or in excess of the specified minimum
insurance coverage requirements or limits shall be available to the additional insured.
Furthermore, the requirements for coverage and limits shall be the greater of (1) the
minimum coverage and limits specified in this Agreement, or (2) the broader
coverage and maximum limits of coverage of any insurance policy or proceeds
available to the named insured

12.4. General Liability Insurance. Commercial General Liability Insurance shall be no
less broad than ISO form CG 00 01. Coverage must be on a standard Occurrence
form. Claims-Made, modified, limited or restricted Occurrence forms are not
acceptable.

12.5. Worker’s Compensation Insurance. Consultant is aware of the provisions of
Section 3700 of the Labor Code which requires every employer to carry Workers'
Compensation (or to undertake equivalent self-insurance), and Consultant will
comply with such provisions before commencing the performance of the work of this
Agreement. If such insurance is underwritten by any agency other than the State
Compensation Fund, such agency shall be a company authorized to do business in the
State of California.
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12.6. Automobile Liability Insurance. Covered vehicles shall include owned if any, non-
owned, and hired automobiles and, trucks.

12.7. Professional Liability Insurance or Errors & Omissions Coverage. The deductible
or self-insured retention may not exceed $50,000. If the insurance is on a Claims-
Made basis, the retroactive date shall be no later than the commencement of the work.
Coverage shall be continued for two years after the completion of the work by one of
the following: (1) renewal of the existing policy; (2) an extended reporting period
endorsement; or (3) replacement insurance with a retroactive date no later than the
commencement of the work under this Agreement.

12.8. Claims-Made Policies. If any of the required policies provide coverage on a claims-
made basis the Retroactive Date must be shown and must be before the date of the
contract or the beginning of contract work. Claims-Made I[nsurance must be
maintained and evidence of insurance must be provided for at least five (5) years after
completion of the contract of work. If coverage is canceled or non-renewed, and not
replaced with another claims-made policy form with a Retroactive Date prior to the
contract effective date, the Consultant must purchase “extended reporting” coverage
for a minimum of five (5) years after completion of contract work.

12.9. Additional Insured Endorsements. The City, its City Council, Commissions,
officers, and employees of South Pasadena must be endorsed as an additional insured
for each policy required herein, other than Professional Errors and Omissions and
Worker’s Compensation, for liability arising out of ongoing and completed operations
by or on behalf of the Consultant. Consultant’s insurance policies shall be primary as
respects any claims related to or as the result of the Consultant’s work. Any
insurance, pooled coverage or self-insurance maintained by the City, its elected or
appointed officials, directors, officers, agents, employees, volunteers, or consultants
shall be non-contributory. All endorsements shall be signed by a person authorized by
the insurer to bind coverage on its behalf. General liability coverage can be provided
using an endorsement to the Consultant’s insurance at least as broad as 1SO Form CG
20 10 11 85 or both CG 20 10 and CG 20 37.

12.10. Failure to Maintain Coverage. In the event any policy is canceled prior to the
completion of the project and the Consultant does not furnish a new certificate of
insurance prior to cancellation, City has the right, but not the duty, to obtain the
required insurance and deduct the premium(s) from any amounts due the Consultant
under this Agreement. Failure of the Consultant to maintain the insurance required by
this Agreement, or to comply with any of the requirements of this section, shall
constitute a material breach of this Agreement.

12.11. Notices. Contractor shall provide immediate written notice if (1) any of the required
insurance policies is terminated; (2) the limits of any of the required policies are
reduced; (3) or the deductible or self-insured retention is increased. Consultant shall
provide no less than 30 days’ notice of any cancellation or material change to policies
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required by this Agreement. Consultant shall provide proof that cancelled or expired
policies of insurance have been renewed or replaced with other policies providing at
least the same coverage. Such proof will be furnished at least two weeks prior to the
expiration of the coverages. The name and address for Additional Insured
Endorsements, Certificates of Insurance and Notices of Cancellation is: City of South
Pasadena, Attn: Public Works Department, South Pasadena, CA 95945.

12.12. Consultant’s Insurance Primary. The insurance provided by Consultant, including
all endorsements, shall be primary to any coverage available to City. Any insurance
or self-insurance maintained by City and/or its officers, employees, agents or
volunteers, shall be in excess of Consultant’s insurance and shall not contribute with
it.

12.13. Waiver of Subrogation. Consultant hereby waives all rights of subrogation against
the City. Consultant shall additionally waive such rights either by endorsement to
each policy or provide proof of such waiver in the policy itself.

12.14. Report of Claims to City. Consultant shall report to the City, in addition to the
Consultant’s insurer, any and all insurance claims submitted to Consultant's insurer in
connection with the services under this Agreement.

12.15. Premium Payments and Deductibles. Consultant must disclose all deductables and
self-insured retention amounts to the City. The City may require the Consultant to
provide proof of ability to pay losses and related investigations, claim administration,
and defense expenses within retention amounts. Ultimately, City must approve all
such amounts prior to execution of this Agreement.

City has no obligation to pay any premiums, assessments, or deductibles under any
policy required in this Agreement. Consuitant shail be responsible for all premiums
and deductibles in all of Consultant’s insurance policies. The amount of deductibles
for insurance coverage required herein are subject to City’s approval.

12.16. Duty to Defend and Indemnify. Consultant’s duties to defend and indemnify City
under this Agreement shall not be limited by the foregoing insurance requirements
and shall survive the expiration of this Agreement.

13. MUTUAL COOPERATION
13.1. City Cooperation in Performance. City shall provide Consultant with all pertinent
data, documents and other requested information as is reasonably available for the

13.2. Consultant Cooperation in Defense of Claims. If any claim or action is brought

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Consultant shall render any reasonable assistance that City may require in the defense
of that claim or action.

All City
data, documents, objects, materials or other tangible things shall be returned to City
upon the termination or expiration of this Agreement.

16.2. Consultant Termination. Consultant may terminate this Agreement for a material
breach of this Agreement upon 30 days’ notice.

16.3. Compensation Following Termination. Upon termination, Consultant shall be paid
based on the work satisfactorily performed at the time of termination. In no event
shall Consultant be entitled to receive more than the amount that would be paid to
Consultant for the full performance of the services required by this Agreement. The
City shall have the benefit of such work as may have been completed up to the time
of such termination.

If City and Consultant cannot agree as to
the substitution of key personnel, City may terminate this Agreement for cause.

Permits and Approvals. Consultant shall obtain, at its sole cost and expense, all
permits and regulatory approvals necessary for Consultant’s performance of this
Agreement. This includes, but shall not be limited to, professional licenses,
encroachment permits and building and safety permits and inspections.

Notification of Organizational Changes. Consultant shall notify the Agreement
Administrator, in writing, of any change in name, ownership or control of
Consultant’s firm or of any subcontractor. Change of ownership or control of
Consultant’s firm may require an amendment to this Agreement.

Records. Consultant shall maintain any and all ledgers, books of account, invoices,
vouchers, canceled checks, and other records or documents evidencing or relating to
charges for services or expenditures and disbursements charged to City under this
Agreement for a minimum of three (3) years, or for any longer period required by
law, from the date of final payment to Consultant under this Agreement. All such
documents shall be made available for inspection, audit, and/or copying at any time
during regular business hours, upon oral or written request of City. In addition,
pursuant to Government Code Section 8546.7, if the amount of public funds
expended under this Agreement exceeds ten thousand dollars, all such documents and
this Agreement shall be subject to the examination and audit of the State Auditor, at
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the request of City or as part of any audit of City, for a period of three (3) years after
final payment under this Agreement.

City shall pay Consultant for work performed
by its subcontractors, if any, only at Consultant’s actual cost plus an approved mark-
up as set forth in the Approved Fee Schedule, Exhibit B. Consultant shall be liable
and accountable for any and all payments, compensation, and federal and state taxes
to all subcontractors performing services under this Agreement, City shall not be
liable for any payment, compensation, or federal and state taxes for any
subcontractors.

Right to Withhold Payments. [f Consultant fails to provide a deposit or promptly
satisfy an indemnity obligation described in Section 11, City shall have the right to
withhold payments under this Agreement to offset that amount.

8. PREVAILING WAGES

Consultant is aware of the requirements of California Labor Code Section 1720, et
seq., and 1770, et seq., as well as California Code of Regulations, Title 8, Section
16000, et seq., (“Prevailing Wage Laws™), which require the payment of prevailing
wage rates and the performance of other requirements on certain “public works™ and
“maintenance” projects. Consultant shall defend, indemnify, and hold the City, tis
elected officials, officers, employees, and agents free and harmless form any claim or
liability arising out of any failure or alleged failure of Consultant to comply with the
Prevailing Wage Laws.

9. OWNERSHIP OF WRITTEN PRODUCTS

All reports, documents or other written material (“written products” herein)
developed by Consultant in the performance of this Agreement shall be and remain
the property of City without restriction or limitation upon its use or dissemination by
City except as provided by law.

interest on such contributions, which would otherwise be the responsibility of City.

City does not waive any indemnity rights by accepting
any insurance policy or certificate required pursuant to this Agreement. Consultant’s
indemnification obligations apply regardless of whether or not any insurance policies
are determined to be applicable to the claim, demand, damage, liability, loss, cost or
expense.

Any available insurance proceeds broader than or in excess of the specified minimum
insurance coverage requirements or limits shall be available to the additional insured.
Furthermore, the requirements for coverage and limits shal! be the greater of (1) the
minimum coverage and limits specified in this Agreement, or (2) the broader
coverage and maximum limits of coverage of any insurance policy or proceeds
available to the named insured

12.4. General Liability Insurance. Commercial General Liability Insurance shall be no
less broad than ISO form CG 00 01. Coverage must be on a standard Occurrence
form. Claims-Made, modified, limited or restricted Occurrence forms are not
acceptable.

12.5. Worker’s Compensation Insurance. Consultant is aware of the provisions of
Section 3700 of the Labor Code which requires every employer to carry Workers'
Compensation (or to undertake equivalent self-insurance), and Consultant will
comply with such provisions before commencing the performance of the work of this
Agreement, If such insurance is underwritten by any agency other than the State
Compensation Fund, such agency shall be a company authorized to do business in the
State of California.

12.6. Automobile Liability Insurance. Covered vehicles shall include owned if any, non-
owned, and hired automobiles and, trucks.
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12.7. Professional Liability Insurance or Errors & Omissions Coverage. The deductible
or self-insured retention may not exceed $50,000. If the insurance is on a Claims-
Made basis, the retroactive date shall be no later than the commencement of the work.
Coverage shall be continued for two years after the completion of the work by one of
the following: (1) renewal of the existing policy; (2) an extended reporting period
endorsement; or (3) replacement insurance with a retroactive date no later than the
commencement of the work under this Agreement.

12.8. Claims-Made Policies. If any of the required policies provide coverage on a claims-
made basis the Retroactive Date must be shown and must be before the date of the
contract or the beginning of contract work. Claims-Made Insurance must be
maintained and evidence of insurance must be provided for at least five (5) years after
completion of the contract of work. If coverage is canceled or non-renewed, and not
replaced with another claims-made policy form with a Retroactive Date prior to the
contract effective date, the Consultant must purchase “extended reporting” coverage
for a minimum of five (5) years after completion of contract work.

12.9. Additional Insured Endorsements. The City, its City Council, Commissions,
officers, and employees of South Pasadena must be endorsed as an additional insured
for each policy required herein, other than Professional Errors and Omissions and
Worker’s Compensation, for liability arising out of ongoing and completed operations
by or on behalf of the Consultant. Consultant’s insurance policies shall be primary as
respects any claims related to or as the result of the Consultant’s work. Any
insurance, pooled coverage or self-insurance maintained by the City, its elected or
appointed officials, directors, officers, agents, employees, volunteers, or consultants
shall be non-contributory. All endorsements shall be signed by a person authorized by
the insurer to bind coverage on its behalf. General liability coverage can be provided
using an endorsement to the Consultant’s insurance at least as broad as 1SO Form CG
20 10 11 85 or both CG 20 10 and CG 20 37.

12.10. Failure to Maintain Coverage. In the event any policy is canceled prior to the
completion of the project and the Consultant does not furnish a new certificate of
insurance prior to cancellation, City has the right, but not the duty, to obtain the
required insurance and deduct the premium(s) from any amounts due the Consultant
under this Agreement. Failure of the Consultant to maintain the insurance required by
this Agreement, or to comply with any of the requirements of this section, shall
constitute a material breach of this Agreement.

12.11. Notices. Contractor shall provide immediate written notice if (1) any of the required
insurance policies is terminated; (2) the limits of any of the required policies are
reduced; (3) or the deductible or self-insured retention is increased. Consultant shall
provide no less than 30 days’ notice of any cancellation or material change to policies
required by this Agreement. Consultant shall provide proof that cancelled or expired
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policies of insurance have been renewed or replaced with other policies providing at
least the same coverage. Such proof will be furnished at least two weeks prior to the
expiration of the coverages. The name and address for Additional Insured
Endorsements, Certificates of Insurance and Notices of Cancellation is: City of South

12.12. Consultant’s Insurance Primary. The insurance provided by Consultant, including
all endorsements, shall be primary to any coverage available to City. Any insurance
or self-insurance maintained by City and/or its officers, employees, agents or
volunteers, shall be in excess of Consultant’s insurance and shall not contribute with
it.

12.13. Waiver of Subrogation. Consultant hereby waives all rights of subrogation against
the City.

The City may require the Consultant to
provide proof of ability to pay losses and related investigations, claim administration,
and defense expenses within retention amounts. Ultimately, City must approve all
such amounts prior to execution of this Agreement.

City has no obligation to pay any premiums, assessments, or deductibles under any
policy required in this Agreement. Consultant shall be responsible for all premiums
and deductibles in all of Consultant’s insurance policies. The amount of deductibles
for insurance coverage required herein are subject to City’s approval.

12.16. Duty to Defend and Indemnify. Consultant’s duties to defend and indemnify City
under this Agreement shall not be limited by the foregoing insurance requirements
and shall survive the expiration of this Agreement.

13. MUTUAL COOPERATION

13.1. City Cooperation in Performance. City shall provide Consultant with all pertinent
data, documents and other requested information as is reasonably available for the
proper performance of Consultant’s services under this Agreement.

Commission Review and Recommendation
This matter was not reviewed by a commission.

Discussion/Analysis

The original contract amount was $1,089,855 and the final contract amount is $944,089. The
reduction in the final amount was primarily due to the change in quantities of asphalt concrete,
sidewalk, and driveway replaced. The construction was completed within the budget and in a
timely manner. The Project was managed and inspected by Interwest Consulting Group, Inc,

Background

On March 1, 2019, the City Council authorized the award of a contract in the amount of
$1,089,855 to Sequel Contractors, Inc., for the Bushnell Avenue and Diamond Avenue Street
Improvement Project. The project consisted of pavement rehabilitation and water improvements
on Bushnell Avenue (Oak Street fo Huntington Drive) and Diamond Avenue (Monterey Road to
Lyndon Street) (see Attachment 1). More specifically, the scope of work consisted of cold
milling of existing pavement, reconstruction of localized asphalt pavement failures, asphalt
concrete overlay, removal and replacement of sidewalk, curb ramps, driveway approaches, curb
and gutter, thermoplastic striping and pavement markings, utility adjustments and installation of
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new water meters, services, valves, fire hydrants and its appurtenances.

The streets selected for repair were based on a street projects list generated from the Pavement
Management Program (PMP) that was developed in 2015 which took into account staff
recommendations, risk management, conditions of the City’s infrastructure such as water and
road surface, and Public Works Commission (PWC) input. The PWC, and subsequently the City
Council, approved the proposed list of street improvements.

Legal Review
The City Attorney has reviewed this item.

Fiscal Impact

The Project was funded from the Measure M Account No. 236-9000-9000-9000 in the amount of
$78,172; General Fund Account No. 104-9000-9203-9203 in the amount of $564,855; and Water
Fund Account No. 500-9000-9300-9300 in the amount of $266,878.

This Project is exempt from any California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA) analysis based
on State CEQA Guidelines Section requirements under Section 21084 of the Public Resources
Code, in accordance with Article 19, Section 15301, Class (1) “existing facilities.”

Discussion/Analysis

On February 5, 2020, the City Council introduced two ordinances: 1) Restructure and rename the
FTC to create the MTIC with updated responsibilities; and 2) Restructure the PWC with updated
roles and responsibilities. The first reading of the two ordinances were approved with minor
revisions.

Under the first ordinance the FTC will be restructured as the MTIC, expanding its purview to
include a broader focus on mobility policy and transportation infrastructure, including the
development of a framework for expenditure of the $100 million in transportation grant funding.
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All mobility and transportation policy would be consolidated under one advisory body,
eliminating overlap and friction between the FTC and PWC.

The second ordinance restructures the PWC to focus on non-transportation infrastructure
including water, sewer, stormwater, buildings and city facilities. The restructured PWC would
advise on the integrated water/wastewater plan and non-transportation portions of the CIP. This
structure would allow for a new focus on non-transportation infrastructure and policy that is
currently secondary under the existing commission structure. In addition, water utility
management and stormwater are not within the scope of any city commission, but new focus and
funding at the local and state level in these areas is likely to present a number of critical policy
issues that would benefit from commission perspective.

Next Steps
1. If adopted, the Ordinance shall take effect thirty days after its final passage.
2. The City Clerk’s office shall begin to recruit commissioners for the MTIC and PWC.

SUBJECT: Public Hearing to Receive Objections or Protests to the Vegetation

Management Program Regarding the Abatement of Weeds, Brush,
Rubbish and Refuse Upon or in Front of Specified Property in the
City and Authorizing by Minute Order the Abatement of Hazardous
Vegetation

Recommendation

It is recommended that the City Council, after holding a Public Hearing and receiving public
testimony and hearing any objections or protests to the procedures for abating brush and native
vegetation fire hazards identified in Resolution No. 7640, adopt by motion an order directing the
abatement of hazardous vegetation.

Commission Review and Recommendation
This matter was not reviewed by any commission.

Community Outreach

On or before February 1, 2020, the County of Los Angeles Agricultural Commissioner’s Office
sent out annual weed abatement notices to property owners of the properties identified in
Resolution No. 7640 advising them of the Public Hearing.

Discussion/Analysis

On an annual basis, the County of Los Angeles Agricultural Commissioner/Weights and
Measures provides brush clearance and vegetation management services within the City of South
Pasadena (City). The vegetation management program inspects unimproved and designated
properties within the City. Property owners of the properties that are identified in the resolution
are sent annual weed abatement notices advising them of the requirement to maintain their
parcels in fire safe conditions. If the property owners elect not to abate brush and native
vegetation fire hazards, the County of Los Angeles facilitates the hazard abatement and assesses
fees to recover costs.

The 2020 Los Angeles County Declaration list identified 93 properties in the City that require an
inspection and or clearance of hazardous vegetation.
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Next Steps

1. Adopt by motion an order directing the abatement of hazardous vegetation.

2. Once approved by the City Council, the City Clerk will send a copy of the Abatement
Order to the County of Los Angeles.

3. The County of Los Angeles will send notices to property owners of the unimproved
properties identified in the report advising them that the seasonal growth of brush and
weeds constitutes a fire hazard and needs to be abated. If property owners elect not to
abate the hazardous vegetation, the County of Los Angeles will facilitate the abatement
and add the charges to the owner’s annual property tax assessment. These charges will be
brought back to the City Council and confirmed at a Public Hearing in July 2020.

Background

The vegetation management program offered through the County of Los Angeles is an efficient
and effective method to mitigate the fire hazards associated with the annual growth of grass,
brush, and native vegetation. Fire Department staff works closely with the Agricultural
Commissioner’s Office to respond to questions from homeowners relating to brush clearance and
hazard abatement procedures. Deputy Director/Bureau Chief Raymond B. Smith of the
Agricultural Commissioner’s office sent notice to the owners of each of the affected properties
on or before February 1, 2020, advising them of the need to maintain parcels free from hazardous
vegetation. The annual weed abatement notice also advised property owners that the City will be
holding a Public Hearing on February 19, 2020, to hear any objections.

Legal Review
The City Attorney has reviewed this item.

Fiscal Impact
There is no fiscal impact to the City. Property owners who elect not to abate vegetation fire
hazards are assessed fees through the County of Los Angeles for inspection and abatement costs.

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RESOLUTION NO. 7640

A RESOLUTION OF THE CITY COUNCIL
OF THE CITY OF SOUTH PASADENA, CALIFORNIA,
DECLARING THAT WEEDS, BRUSH, RUBBISH
AND REFUSE UPON OR IN FRONT OF SPECIFIED
PROPERTY IN THE CITY ARE A SEASONAL AND
RECURRENT PUBLIC NUISANCE AND DECLARING
ITSINTENTION TO PROVIDE FOR THE
ABATEMENT THEREOF

NOW, THEREFORE, THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF SOUTH
PASADENA, CALIFORNIA, DOES RESOLVE, DECLARE, DETERMINE AND
ORDER AS FOLLOWS:

BE IT RESOLVED THAT, pursuant to the provisions of Title 4, Division 3,
Part 2, Chapter 13, Article 2, of the California Government Code, Sections 39560 to
39588, inclusive, and evidence received by it, the City Council of the City of South
Pasadena (City) specifically finds:

SECTION 1. That the weeds, brush or rubbish growing or existing upon the
streets, sidewalks, or private property in the City attain such large growth as to become,
when dry, a fire menace to adjacent improved property, or which are otherwise noxious,
dangerous, or a public nuisance.

SECTION 2. That the presence of dry grass, stubble, refuse, or other flammable
materials are conditions that endanger the public safety by creating a fire hazard.

SECTION 3. That by reason of the foregoing fact, the weeds, brush, rubbish,
dry grass, stubble, refuse, or other flammable material growing or existing upon the
private property hereinafter described, and upon the streets and sidewalks in front of said
property, constitute a seasonal and recurrent public nuisance and should be abated as
such.

SECTION 4. That the private property, together with streets and sidewalks in
front of same herein referred to, is more particularly described as follows, to wit: That
certain property described in the attached list hereto as “Exhibit A,” and by this reference
made a part hereof as though set forth in full at this point.

SECTION 5. The City Clerk of the City of South Pasadena shall certify to the

passage and adoption of this resolution and its approval by the City Council and shall
cause the same to be listed in the records of the City.
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BE IT THEREFORE RESOLVED, pursuant to the findings of fact, by this
Council heretofore made, that the weeds, brush, rubbish, dry grass, stubble, refuse or
other flammable material in and upon and in front of the real property hereinbefore
described constitute and are hereby declared to be a seasonal and recurrent public
nuisance that should be abated. The Agricultural Commissioner/Director of Weights and
Measures, County of Los Angeles, is hereby designated the person to give notice to
destroy said weeds, brush, rubbish, dry grass, stubble, refuse, or other flammable material
and shall cause notices to be given to each property owner by United States Mail and said
notice shall be substantially in the following form to-wit:

NOTICE TO DESTROY WEEDS,
REMOVE BRUSH, RUBBISH AND REFUSE

Notice is hereby given that on February 5, 2020, the City Council
of the City of South Pasadena passed or will pass a resolution declaring
noxious or dangerous vegetation including weeds, brush, tumbleweeds,
sagebrush, and chaparral or rubbish refuse were growing or occurring
upon or in front of said property on certain streets in said city or
unincorporated area of the County of Los Angeles, and more particularly
described in the resolution, and that they constitute a fire hazard or public
nuisance which must be abated by the removal of said noxious or
dangerous vegetation, rubbish and refuse, otherwise they may be removed
and the nuisance abated by County authorities and the cost of removal
assessed upon the land from or in front of which the noxious or dangerous
vegetation, rubbish and refuse are removed, and such cost will constitute a
special assessment against such lots or lands. Reference is hereby made to
said resolution for further particulars. In addition, the Board of
Supervisors authorized and directed the Agricultural Commissioner to
recover its costs of details. All property owners having any objections to
the proposed removal of noxious or dangerous vegetation, rubbish and
refuse and the recovery of inspection costs, are hereby notified that they
may attend a Public Hearing of the City Council of said city to be held at
1424 Mission Street, South Pasadena, CA 91030, in the Council Chamber
on February 19, 2020, at 7:30 p.m., where their objections will be heard
and given due consideration. If the property owner does not want to
present objections to the proposed removal of the noxious or dangerous
vegetation including weeds, brush, tumbleweeds, sagebrush, and chaparral
or rubbish and refuse, or the recovery of inspection costs, the owner need
not appear at the above-mentioned hearings.

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BE IT THEREFORE RESOLVED THAT the Agricultural
Commissioner is hereby authorized and directed to recover its costs of inspection
of the properties hereinabove described in a manner consistent with prior action of
the Board adopting a fee schedule for such inspections. The recovery of these
costs is vital to the ongoing operation governing the identification and abatement
of those properties that constitute a seasonal and recurrent public nuisance and
endanger the public safety.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED THAT the 19" day of February, 2020,
at the hour of 7:30 p.m. of said day, is the day and hour, and the meeting room of
the City Council of the City of South Pasadena is fixed by this City Council as the
place when and where any and all property owners having any objections to the
aforesaid proposed removal of weeds, brush, rubbish, dry grass, stubble, refuse or
other flammable material may appear before the City Council and show cause
why said weeds, brush, rubbish, dry grass, stubble, refuse or other flammable
material should not be removed in accordance with this resolution, and said
objections will then and there be heard and given due consideration.

BE IT RESOLVED THAT the notices to destroy weeds, brush, rubbish,
dry grass, stubble, refuse or other flammable material hereinbefore referred to
shall be mailed by said Agricultural Commissioner/Director of Weights and
Measures at least ten days prior to February 19, 2020.
