Along with staff and a City consultant, two citizen commissions developed projects designed to, at
long last, start chipping away at the impacts of cut-through traffic in our community. These projects
were approved by this Council and, in December 2018, adopted by the Arroyo Verdugo Communities
Joint Powers Authority (AVCJPA) for implementation with Measure M funds. Over a year later,
current staff, unilaterally and without any notice to, or input or involvement by, any member of any
commission or this body, elected to drop all but one of the projects and replace them with three
wasteful projects which no one outside staff ever requested, considered or approved.

Not only did this action lack transparency, it violated Metro’s Measure M Guidelines which require,
among other things, public participation in all projects submitted for approval. Here, there was
NONE. When the MTIC learned of these changes at our last meeting, we were shocked and
outraged. Multiple times, | asked staff how our concerns could be addressed. | was met with either
silence or the unapologetic message that it was a done deal and too late. Not a word since. What
we were NOT told is that, the following week, these changes would be considered by the AVCPA.
South Pas was the ONLY city proposing new projects without citizen support or Council approval.

This controversial issue should be discussed within the context of the general plan/specific
plan updates process, form-based development code, and the housing element process. We
must re-consider the physical needs and growth of the City within, hopefully soon, a post-
COVID pandemic world.

Lastly, please do not support a ballot measure for transient occupancy tax for short-term
rentals. In reviewing an Airbnb online map, only 15 short-term rentals are being advertised
within the city’s limits. This is not a moneymaking operation that the City should waste its
time on. And, except for the historic Raymond Hill Hotel that was demolished in 1934, has
there ever been a need for a moderately-sized hotel in South Pasadena since that time?

The November 3™ ballot measure should focus on the UUT and not muddy the waters with
other measures that could possibly result in the UUT not passing.
